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FROM AN OLD CORRESPONDENT.
Rooxsnoro', Sept. 21,1832,

Ezcopt through the ever interesting files of the Com-
mercial, we bave bad no direct intercourse this long time 5
but I heard of you for some time at the Springs. However,
fmm the ebeerful strain of your editorials lately, Tam led

,te hepe that health hay returned, having risen, perbape,
*like the white lady of Avenel, from the witched waters
f the spring. We are here, ameng the mountains, whi-
ther we fled, not from the cholera, bat from the bi-
lious complsints which infeet the banks of the Po-
tomse every Fall, and by which we have suffered sore-
Jy in days past. The chalera has follemed our fooisteps,
and a number of cases have occurred in this willage,
and in the neighboring eountry. It is breught hither
from the canal, the vicinity of which is now nearly de-
serted, and the graves of the dead lahorers rrmain in rowa
by the road side, melancholy mementos of the passing
Giend. An something to fill a comer, I send you the de-
scription of = scene we witnessed last weekina litle ex-
eurion among the Dankards, a sert hitle known beyond
their own neighborhood, but who would be wore esteem-
ed if better known.

‘THE DUNKARD COMMUNION.

City busrders in a country village are very aptio be
idlers, and wsually embraca with alacrity any proposal
which promises to break the monotony of their rustication
by anexcumnien of slmost any kind, A visittencaves a
scramble to the meighbaring mouatain top : a fishing pany:
a fex hunt: all are welcomed os soon as offered ; though
the narmativa of the saceeeding e1ening seldom numbers all
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kneeled duwn, the water ellog to bl breast, The Bishop
then, standing by his side, put ta him s few questiars, Indi-
cative of the profession hie made befors God and many wit-
newsees of tho faith of Chnst.  They referred to the dectnne
of leTl’lely. the atonement, and the mocessity of regene-
ration. These questions having been ansnered by the can-
didate, the Bishop then baptised him, by three successive
mersions, one in the name of each of the Divine Persons,
the candidate bending forward, instead of backward, as ix
nsual among the Baplists. In this manner twelve persons
were successively baptised, ef whom four only were of the
malesex. The rite being concladed, all the parties imme-
diately left the water sido and retumcd to the house we had
left, where entertainment was provided fur the long beards,
anda few other of the more distingished members of the
society 3 but the owner of the house eoon came forward
and gave notice that a tahle was spread in the barn for “the
youngpenple™ Now,thongh I can hardly, by sny precess
of sophistry, eontriva tobring myself withia this desizna-
tion, yet. ss 1 possessed, though not a long and Aswing
beard, eertain bodily eravinzs within, I ventured to stretch
the termas of the hopitalle proclamation far enough to fullow
these who now, somewhat more rapidly than befere, direct-
ed their steps tovard the rustic building, which scemcd to
have become both Church and Hotel.

Here 1 found a table Ikote of no ordinary dimensions.—
Tt commenced at one side of the immenae bara, and exten-
ded ina hollow square round threesides of it. A snow
white covering erhibited at rogular distances small pies,
(such ss the childrem eall turn-overs,) bread, butter, and
apple-ssuce; Ln cups were placed between, and water pails
set st proper stations. This table was several times filled
by successive companies ; the men (I blush 1o say,} eating
first, and leaving their places to the ladies. This simple,

1hoee lively delights which glanced in the
the momiaghonr. We were lately told that there “'mﬂd.
in a few days, be celebrated in the neighborbvod of our
place of sejonrn,a communion season ameng the Danhards.
“The Dunkards ! are there many of them in this partef’
thecountry ? I never saw but one of them, snd that was
‘Wwher Twas a boy, and in the atreet ; but the image of his
pnm-mc figure, and his Jong beard, lreml even now to

but hiberal hospitality, is provided at every meeting of these
people. All who come, homever numerous the assemblage,
fien ing a thousand, free of eost. It

wasbeatiful to see the members of the family, at whose
house the meeting was held, passing to acd {re among the
guests, loaded with baskets of bread, pails of fresh yellow
f'butter,and trays of pies, with all the cheerful assiduity that
is shewn among us to a company of friends present by eo-
al invitation. ‘The Jeading men of the sotiety, a
true,all wealthg, substantial furmers, and the expense of
these

were soon on our way {o thespot. Iwill say nothing of the
pictoresque and varying road overwhich we passed ; nor
of the hugs wagen, literally loaded up with the wives and
‘ehildren of a company of Bavarion emigrants, whom we
_overtook on their way teward Cincinnat the curly heads
and broad ruddy faces of thebabes, the stifily plaired eaps
and simple, modest leoks of the women, the blue nfle
frocks and flat caps of the men; theirstoutframes, or man-
Jy and determimed step and air. They bad stopped to
breskfast onder a tree by the road side, and were stooping.
down to drink at ene of those pure gashing brooks of
Linentone water, which everand anon come to refresh the
travellor in this rocky ond mountaineus region.

After some preity heany jolting over tbe ridgeu and
ledges which etery where crots the eountry, we at length
eame io aight of the farm-house, wherethe rxpected meeting
wanheld. ltmight 1eadily be told, even by a stranger, frora
the namerous vehicles, of all snris and sizes, which were
standisg sbout in 1he orcbards, end other enclosures ; end
tbe lonz rows of horses tied slong the fences, as if'a bodyof
cavalry hed becn halting on its march to take s hasty bresk-
fast, at the cost of some wealthy landholder.  Onapproach-
ingr, we found a very ls.ge farm-house, burlt of stoe, inthe
s0hd Pennsylvhoia ¢ y!o with its long plszza cronded with
country belles, st wiom the wooden-bewn country beaux
were gozing from the yard, not seeming inclined to ventare
nearer. The greater part of the rest of the cempany were
pressing toward an enormous barn, whose buge gable end
towered high in1he air,aa muisive end formidakle asif it wwere

‘the ecornerof a bastion. We followed in the train, and soon
eame in front ofihe bm]dl:g. from which soundsof g very
snlemn tona bad beeh audible for some time before we 3p-
prosched.. The wroila'doo:s of the barn were throwp back
agairst two prejecting wings, ocenpied s atables, and the
entire barn floor, from one mow to the other, was densely
oconpied by & eilent and very attentive suditory, listening
1o the volce of a preachdr who was addreesing them with
great spparent pathes, in the German language. The figure
of this man wne such ax can be fouud in ne ether nssembdly,

. and, oncezeen, was not to he forgaiten. e was above the
ondinary height, €reased in a loose enit of blue homespun,

th 2 dah, brown beard descending from the sides of bia
and covering his who'e hosom. His forchead was
high and marrow 3 his noss Jong and slender; hiseyes of &
beht blue, with a serene and coatemplatise exprestion ;
his meuih small, with 2n embouchenr perfectly oval, and
expreesive of great purity. The whale figure was perfecly
apostelic ; and, as I gazed upon it, 1 scamed to bo trans-
ported back 1o the New Testament times,and to see ene of
the twelve, accempanied by a group of his fellow disciples,
addressing u gentile sudience—for the preacher waa sup-
ported, on aither side, by figarce quite ax unique and as pic-
tareeque an himself. One was an old man, between seven-
ty acd eighty, very spare; his akin brown, and deeply fur-
rowed with wrinkles 2 benrd as white as snow. The
Sairon his head was thin, 2nd glittered Ikeusilver; and the
preacker often rested his hand upon it. The other elder
was robust, of a very fair complexion, with a rose still on
Wiv eheel, but hia beard of @ tawny, flaxenhue. A younger
man a3t next te him, with hair and beard as black a3 ebo-
ny. A paiuter could not kave grouped theso figures with
greater jodgraent, or higher effect.  About a dezen more of
Steve bearded seniom occupied a bench, extending along
the back of the barn, while before them was a narrow ta-
bie, on which lay a large German bible, aud a fow other
booke, spparently testaments and hymn books. The audi-
#nce were seated on rude seats of plank, extending from
side 1o side, and filling all the open epace 7 s the centre. The
sexes wers separated by a low partition, 1 bout breast-high.
“There were no female preachersand elders, a3 iva Quaker
sneeling ; bt the front seat, on the women's side, waz oc-
cupied by arow of randidates for baptism, who vere dis-
tingnished from the rest by a cap of a peculnar form.

1e a promiscuons multitude, many of whom ther never vaw
before, andto do this every week or two, as often ax their
meetinge are held, iz a custom, which I believe distinguish-
esthe Dankards from all other people.

Some ime was now veeupred in walking about the place,
thering apples, and in conversation among the young
people, who seeraed to improve the welcome interval to the
best advantage. Some swent 1o leok after their horses,and
afew 1o barnesy them up for departure; but by far the
greater part of tke compsny remamed 10 Witness the cere-
monics of the evening. Servire Was sson resumed, which
consisted mow, of the reading and expounding cf a portion
of the Goapels contsining a histery of the last Supper. Se-
voral of the other elders, who had not spoken in the mom-
ning, pow addressed tke assembly in torm, with intervals of
singing and prayer. As it grew dark, lights were introdu-
ced and placed uponthe tables, in rather bazardous proxi-
mity, as it appeared te me, to the stachs of hay and grain,
which sscended like walls on enher side; snd I could not
avoid picturing te myself, what must be the result,shonld
1he flame catch even fora malnn:x all was dry, -ll wan
combustitle, and beyond all a

wer not haked In losves, 22 ulth ue, but In Joog, narw
stripe, about two inches wide aal twelve or fourteen ia
length, et crovs-and-eres upon a na;kin. Four plain evpse
of pewter, were placed barids tbe bread, and four bottles of
wine by the snle of the cups. Afier hymns sad prayer,tl.e
oldest bishop (for thete were two) took one of the loeg strips,
and breaking it into three parts, gave one to his brother ia
office, saying to him, in German, *Beloved Lrother, the
bread we break is the sommunion of the body of Jesus
Christ”* The other havingreverently received the frag-
ment of the bread, laid it beferc him en the table, and turn-
ing 1o the brother next below kim, pronounced the same
words. When all hiad thus been supplied, the aged Bishop
went aver to the women's sids of the house. But here
thera was a difference obsersed. The female merubers did
Dot veceive the bread“and preaent it 1o each other, as was
dooe at the raen’s table ; but the Dishop, attonded by another
who bore the bread, broke it with hisown band, presenting
a portion to each with the same aoleinn but simple address :
* Beloved sister, the hread which we break is the Comma-
mion of the Body of Jesus Christ.™ The female members
were bere (as where are they not 7) far more numersusthan
ibe rale; and it was sweet and affecting to witness the re-
verence and sffection with which they received the mermo-
7ial of our redemption from the hands of their veaerable
prelate, whose benevolent luok, aged figure, and sanwy
beard, gave 2 picturesque beauty 1e the scene. When all
the worshippers had been served, a short address was deli-
vered, ood then the whole of the commuaicants simuita-
neously took up tke pertions of bread which had, till now,
1ain unfasted before them, and together partook of the em_
blem of the Saviour's flesh. The cap was then adminis.
tored, the same difference being obeerved at the two tables.
While the wine was passing roand, the whele asserbly, led
by the grey-haired bishop, broke owtinte « hyma of prase.
A closing eddress, with many prayers by differeat eldens
and thesinging of the Christian Doxelogy, closed the solem-
nities of the day, which kad continued from about fouro’
cloek in the aftemoon till eleven at night.

The altars of God are in danger, when the
altar of the Constitationis violated. They will speak, and
will not be deterred from so doing by considerations nn-
worthy of their character forintellizence, truth and fear~
lessness in the discharge of daty.
