HENRY H. GARNET woul[ld say but a few w]ords to
express the sentiments that were burning in his heart,
after so many words of kindness as had just been
spoken. He and his brethren were now 4000 miles
from home, but they had been more than fully repaid
for their long journey, and he would emphatically
declare, that no token of respect could be more accept-
able than the New Testament Scriptures—the great
charter of the peace principle. It was in that book
that they found it laid down, that they were not to
resist evil. No matter how they turned its pages over,
that same principle everywhere met their eyes. Never,
never could they forget the kindness of their brethren
in England and in Germany; and he would say, that
he only knew of one way whereby the Americans
could repay it in some small degree, and that would
be by returning the compliment when the Peace Con-
gress was held in New York. Thirty-six of them had
come from America to Frankfort; he hoped he might
say that some good ship would bring one hundred and

thirty-six from Europe to America. (Cheers.)
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
