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A Vifion of Hell, & a Difcovery of fome
of the Confultations & Devices there.

[N the moath of May in the Year 1767, ina

morning after I had been fome time out of bed,
I was mufing upon the low Rate of religion, and
the great progrefs of vice ; I conlidered how the
Devils would rejsice and triumph in the decay of
piety, and in the flood of immorality that threaten-
ed to deluge the world.—~While 1 was thus mufing,
I fell into a fort of trance, I was certainly nota
{leep 5 my fancy and imaginatiop were molt lively,
and yet 1 retained m - memory and reafen perfetly,
Ifeemed to have a vifionary view, or clear reprefen-
tation of hell, or the worid of miferable fpirits+ My
mind was ftrangely enlarged to view and compre-
hend things—-Hell, feemed a fice, s )arge asall this
world, furrounded with impenetrable walls : the
gate was very wide and was continually open, but
guarded ay the ftrongeft and cruelef: devils : and the
brighteft lame of the hotelt fire fcemed to ftream out
of the gate an amazing length : in the midf of this
mmmenfc fire were innumerable devils, and mifera-
bie fouls of Adam’s race.

I perceived the devils came to this world z2nd re-
tuined to hell often. They came here to tempt, fe-
duce, and deftroy mankind, and returned to hell
to coninlt and conirive the moft effettual methods
to ruin fouls. Their greatelt maliznity was sgainfl
God: and Jefus Chnfl,  Their malicious defire,
and curicd #ndeavour, was to difhonou. Geod, and
preveat Chrit having glory among mankind. I
perceived their principal deflign in premoting fin,
and orirging fianers to hell, was to difappoiet God,
refleCt dithonoar on the methods of his grace, and
prevest Chrill’s being glorified by the falvation of
fous. Thedcvils were much elated with pride,
and filled with beafting, that their empire in this
world, was larger than Immanuel’s and thatthey
had mare fervauts and fubje&s than he ; and that
Chnit’s laws and autherity, were fo little rega:ded.
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~he devil< held confultation upon many fabje&s.
I perceived they had been in deep confultaticn upon
feveral methods to dithonour God. But they were
juft entering upon a new fubjedt, as I hadthis vifioa
of Hell. Two principal devils had then jult re-
turned from this world, to the infernal pit. The
one was Moloch, the other LLucifer, The devils al-
icmbled to bear what fuccefs, and to confult upon
furiher ancafuree——"The damred fouls were in mul-
titudes 2ll arcund, and as oft as they pleafed, might
attend, and hesr the debates of the devils, for there
was no privacy there. \

‘The confultation which they held, while T bhad
this vifion, was coacerning the Goipel miniftry,
and the fabbaih, cr Lord’sday. They empioyed
their infernal wifdomin devifing how they might molt
eftectually defeat God’s erdand defign in botn these.

I thall give 2 fairhful narrative of their confultaa
tioo and determinations. Dut (0 make my acc:unt
the more intelligible, it may be proper. 4.8, to yive
the names and charalters of fome of the p i1cipal
devils. 1 fhall mention only fome of the ch ¢f Their
names were Baizebub, Lucifer, Moloch, Apoliion,
Mawmmon, Dajen, Belial, Baal, and Nifrach.

As to their charafler, ’tis to be obferved, thar
they have all a +kili and difpofition to any, and ail
evil @ butyet moft of them are peeuliarly difpolcd
to promote feme particular fin and vice, more than
others. Indeed, Belzebub the chief, is (o fkilled
in all iniquity, and fo bent and difpofed to all that
1s bad. that there is no devil in hell exceeds him, 1n
any ene evil. Lucifer’s peculiar charaer is 1o act as
an angel of ligh:, and induce to evil under a thew
or falie appearance of good. Mioloch, is the devil
that vehemestiy tempts, and urges people to all vice
1n an open, bold, daring manner, lcading them
to commit fin, with impudence, or without fhame.
Apoiiion, is the devil of cruelty, who tempts to
malice and revenge, and peculiarly delights in the
miiery of mankind. Mammor, is contirually tempt-
Wg wea to covetouineli, and to make this woild
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their treafure and delight. Dagon, is the devil of
floth, who tempts men to floth and negligence in
religion, and to fionk into adead fullen defpair of
any good. Belial, is the devil that tempts o dif-
cbedience and chllinacy ; and has peculrar irfluence
with youth, who dili bey their parents, Baal, is
an unglean devil, and excites to the indulgence of
all forts of ficthly lufls, #nd vicious appetites. Nif-
rcch, is the devil of pride, and is continually tempt-
ing and axciting to that fin.

Mclcch, and Lucifer, beirg juft returred from
this earth, as I cbferved, and the devils being af-
fembled,cthere confuitation & devices were as follows.

M: o5, Hail, ye prircipalities and powers : let joy
run thro, the vault of heH, fuch joy as this horithle
pit can ailow ; for we have great fuccels. Vice
abounds ; Jehovah 1s dithcnowmed ; his laws are dif-
regarded ; Ilefliah is difpiied ; we have mowe tubicls
on carth,ve whe e the goipel is prezched.thar he has,

Beizctub, We fecl the helifh joy in 2!l our hearts,
But while we beaft in the fuccels there has been, we
muft employ cur infernal wifdem in cortniving
fomething farther againft Jehovah, and his govern-
ment ; for 1 fhall never be eafy, till he is difpiied
or negleted by every raticnal creatvie. We mult
try by every diabolical art, to counteralt the g-eat
cefign of Jefus Chritt,

Aroikion. We thall all heartily join in what 3s now
p'cpo(cd, that we may bring milliers to blafpheme
him in hell to all cternity, inliead of praiﬁng him 1n
heaven as he piepoles. s

Be = The preaching of the gofpel, 15 thedeteftable
means of diminifhing cur kingdom.  We have long
t.und by fad experience, that Faird cemes by lear-
irg, what they call, the giad tidings of falvation,
) wifh we could fome way Ceeat the hell-hated defign
of a preached gofpel, which is fo adapted to attratt
the hearts of finners, and turn them frem o'.7 interetl,

Apoliion. The jnftitution of the fabhath, & the exerci-
fes of it, are11{o hateful means of encroaching upon
us, and diminithing our fubjedts ; I with it was for
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everavolifhed,& no faboeu.,ur fabbath-exercifes left,

Bez bub . Tis worthy vur angelic wildom,to enter
into a deep confuitation at this time, upon thefe two
roints, viz. how we may fruflrate the defign of the
preached gofpel,and render u: lefs the (abbath-day.

Bil:a). We have all kad opporturity to obferve in
zpes paft, that the obfervarce of the fabbath, and
religien, ftand and fall together.

Dagan. If we could by fltth, or any other way keep
people from attend: ng puba c worthip, cur great end
\xould in a good meaiure be anlwered, as toa preach-
ed pofoel, and the fibbach both. lprr\pofe there-
fore that we attempt this.

Belre!u!. My worthy «flo:iate who fpoke lafl, has
propofed, fomething very proger in its place ; but |
think we ought not to u°pcnd upon that alo:;c Let
us 1ay Sur {chomc deeper and laiger ; and wyin
many ways, which I am {ure our fupenior wifdom
can davife, to defeat the defign of preaching tne
goipel ard the fabbatli.

Luciter Excellent prepofal ' And let us take parti-
cular care to cover our detions as much as poflinle,
&oive them fuch a eelcuring that mankind may think
them rational, YWa rever fucceed fo well as when
we alt Lkeancels of light,  Mae isarational crea-
tuic, and though failen, haeyetthat deteftable thing
they callCenrcrence ; which puts the foul into a dtrange
commoation, when {in appuars 1a its picper colour, [
dreac confcience more than any thing in humao na-
ture,fiace the tall of man; theretore, 1 ail we do,let
us keep cur defign as much as peilible out of figns,

ENETORY ucifer fon oi the moraing,we all perceive
the wifdem of thy advice. And let us attenipt what
Belzebob has p*opored, and 1mevery way poilible,de-
feat the fatai tondency of a preached gofpel. Forve
all cbicrve, that from the cides, towns, =¥ lcngre-
gatiors. where the gofpel is c'early ard faithfully
difpenicd, theie are tewer fouls come to heil, ihan
frem other place:. "The feats ol glory, 2-d felicity
in heaven, fiom which we fell, are filled up from
tis-e to time, with human (ouls, thatgo from places
where that detellable gofpel is clearly exhibited,

Mammen, We all k’n[cw th]e difference between the
places P l, andR—S. In one of thefe the gofpel is
clearly preached, by that deteflable wretchK—L—1In
the other,how litzle hu.t is done to us,whereZ—R-.
pretends to preach ; but his life and do&ireare fuch,
that we lofe but little by him. Let us therefore, if
pcflible, prevent a clear,faithful, fearching method
o1 preaching.

Be'z.1 think my friend,we are allagreed in the main
defign. Let us now enter upon the propereft means
arnd moft artful method 10 accemplith cur purpofe.
And as I fear we fhiill never enirefy fet afide the
gofpel miniltry, I think onme leading flep to accom-
plith cur purpofe, is, to induce bad men to enter
into the minidry. If people will have preaching,
let us put forward thole that will anfwer our own pur-
pofe,or atm:fi dous but livle hutt, & by that mears
we thsl! keep out thife whom we haze and fear.

Dagon. 'Tie gofpel in the hand of a flothful man
does us but licile hust.

Baal. No, nor in the hand of a {enfualift.

Mammasn, Nor, yet in the hard cf 3 weridieg.

Apo!l. My heart feels peculiar fatisfation when thofe
who nave theCharséter of goipel minitters,are guilty of
adu'tery, drunkennels, or other fcandalcus tims : it
gives a fort of fupport end emcouragement to vicious
perfors, ficks the hearts of the good, and cnefirms
i* Rdels ; [carce amy thirg refl=4s more dithonour upon
the Soaof God, & difgrace to his plan of Sslvation.

Mammsn.To promote our defign, ! thirk we cught o
lead allClergymen,whe her good or bad,te expett [hv
their colling) great things in this world, rickes,
honaur, eafe, and a fate above the common level
of mipkind. Some who hive: not entered the mi-
niftry with a principz! rege-d 1o wo:ldly things, yet
have the't that thoic things cught to bethe fruit of sheir
iabour, and that they thould receive them in retora,

Belial.Yes, & when they are difappeinted,itaffords &
good occafion to excite a quarrel between them & their
people, and produce fuch prejudices, alienations, snd:
breaches,as greatly help ur caufe. Much may bedone
this way,to preventthe growth o/lmmanual's kingdom.
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Nifroch. By allmears lead miniflers t> 2xpe&t more
wealih, cale, & refpe& in the world than they will find.
And be fure excite their wives, & families, to expe&t
great things, and Szd f.ulv if they have them not.
'[heir difappointment, and the vexaticus eftedis of it,
will t-et and difcourage Minifters, and excite crenfi-
refs among pecple.

Apelion.Abcve all men in the world,1dread & ablicy
a Musfer that goes into his o¥ice, with 2n humble
mird expefing much oppofition and {el{-demiai, and
determined to follow the exsmple of bhiy maRer J. {us.
Such a man bedes ill to our kingdom. Dut [ perceive
that upon hesiing our device, fame of thafe damred
miniiders now wita us in hell,are horribly pierccd wih
aaguith, Lt us a minuie hear their groans & curics.

Dzmned Miniflers.

Thele curfed devils were our temsters and fedu-
<zrs, and mow they are contriving to bring more after
car example to this place of torment, te increafe the
fire of hell.

This may in 8 good meafure be accomplithed
by worldly care, and bufinefs tsken upon thenfelves ;
and people may be very eafily ledto compe! winifers
to encumber themfelves with the worla, or to narve.

Nyrock. MiniReramay be tempted to negleét acio «

spplicaticy
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application to th: co..lciu.c;,: of their reople in pri-
va:e, thro fiar oi offcnding them, by which offence a
minitter might lofe fome patt of his wo:ldly iacome,
or {uff:r reproach.

Dagan, [think I can fucceed with fome, to prevent
theirenteriag into religious difcuu:fe in private houles,
by ftrongly fuggefling to them their own weaknels
and inrzility to begia or catry on good converfation
to sdvantage. It m:y be irfufed into them thatit
will appear abrupt, Hdrange, and uncateral, not be
tho’t prudent bat rather difcover weaknefs and folly.

Bilx. Minifers may be tempred toflothfulaefs in flu-
dy,& content themitlves with a round of cld truths,an
hurdred tim:s repeated ; by which we can lead fouls
into new lu:king places of fin and deceit, which fuch
a miriler wili never difcover. Thus fouls wiil reft fe-
cure, ard come to hell frcm fuch & minifter, though
he prech truth every fabba:h.

Dagon. I have ofien, and truft I fhall yet influence
msany accirgng tothis advice.

Belz. We are well 2zreed hitherte, & have determia-
ed what to do on the pa:t of miaiiteis. But let us pro-
ceed and try what ma: be dore by the pe.p'e, or lai-
ty, to defeat the defiza of the gefpel minifiry among
them. And [ thitk one thirg in general, thould be
to p-cjudice peojls agaialt, or mikd them think ill
of then minifter. If this can bs thzroughly done, it
willin a great mrafure defeat the defizn of the mini-
ftry aud faobath beth.

Lucifer. I'bis advice is wosthy the prince sf devils,
Severzl things alreadv deteimived wiil n:t fail tohave
this effe@, wnile minifters live and a& s we have
propofed  But in prefecation of this defign, Iweol
{uggcu, that feme of car werthy fricrds on caith,
the chiléren of Mammon ;3 fhosld induiricufly
fpread abroad, and oiv o i, thatmisif c¢ have tos
much Sal:ry, and live too hipn ; thotihey dooL more
atthis woiid thanthogooe o us ey ep ad
and ravzhiv, ard 0ot nke for miobors $che lowly
Jetus. Lrcfe reparts are vy me i te, wiier true
or falfc, will not tail 1o pitjulics pesple arc prevent

minilters



minifters doing good. And we heve llways fuch friends
in every city,town,and congregation, who wili not tail
to mikathefereporis look very plzufible, even if falfe.

Mammon. We ought to cncourzge and irfligate,
thole Frien’s which we have iz many places cn eanh;
who in oppolitien t3 the Bib'e, 2rdthercalon and na-
turc of things, wiil itrencouily infiit and maintain, thas
for a minifier 1o have a falary, is to be an hircling,
ard to preach for wages,

Apellizn,  1f we can bring peorle fully to believe,
that minifters cught not o have a falary, or fiated
fupport, fathcient for their comfortable fubfiftarce, we
fhall do much tc overthrow the miriftry ; for Clergy-
men, pror wretcher, cannot fubklt on nothkirg, ary
more than their fellow mortals.

Mammon. If we can brirg peeple to widheld a
proper maintenarce, it will keep micifters from many
places, where otherwile they would be labou:iey to
pulldown our kingdci, as they love to expredsit,

mole-hills, and allow nothing for the frailties of human
nature in them,but make people think that their fail-
ings unfit them for their cilling, and that they may
lawfully {preed abroad their infirmities. This will pre-
judice people, and fink the hearts of minifters.

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Lucifer.  Stir up fome enthuiiaftic, deluced, felf-
conczited people to cenfure and condemn the minif-
ters of Chrift, as carnal unregencrate men and legal
preachers. There are numbers of people who thro’
the pride ef their bearts,ignorance of themfelves, and
of the nature of religion, think they are more reli-
¢icus than others ; Thele may be smproved as ufe-

ul fervants in our caufe ; they pretend ¢o great reli-
gion and fan&ity, inward Jight and experience, fo
that many people really think they have much reli-
gion, and underftand it bester than commoan. Thefe
pieteaders muft be excited te cenfure and condemn
minifters as carnal, unre enerate, lzgal, and dull ;
that they have not the fpirit, and do not pieach by
experience ; that if they have any grace, they have
got away from God ; that ’tis unproftable if not dan-
gerous to hear them, yea, that “tis very dangerous to
let awakened perfons hear them.

Nifroch. ‘Thatisright, thouangel of light. There
is in chat the appearance of religion, that will readi-
ly take with many people who have really fome true
religion.

We mult try
to increate this practice : Thisis fo contrary to Je-
hovah’s command of not thinking the'r own tho’ts,
nrer finding their own pleafures on his day, that he
is provoked to leave them to greater hardneis or
wickednefs.
