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Preface.

Famy HE table of Scripture selections for morning and evening
service on the Lord’s day, has been adopted from the ¢ Book -
- of Common Order”’ of the Scotch ¢ Church Service Society,”
with the omission of some parts. They are arranged to form a two
years’ course. ‘‘The First Lesson in the Morning Service is selected
from the Historical Books of the Old Testament, on the principle
of conveying an outline of the Sacred History; and the First Lesson
for the Evening Service is taken from the Prophetical writings, the .
order of the canon being followed throughout. The Second Lesson -
combines portions of the Gospels and Epistles.. It will be observed
that the greater part of the New Testament is thus read yearly on
the Lord’s day; the Gospel History being harmonized so as to admit
of being completed within the year, while the portions, whether
of Gospels or Epistles, necessarily omitted one year, are introduced,
so far as possible, in the year following.” In order to secure
uniformity among the churches, the recommendation of the “Church
Service Society ” is adopted, that the Table of the First year be
used in those years in which the number is odd, as 1883, 1885,
etc.; the table for the second year in the even years, as 1884,
1886, etc.
As a separate arrangement is expected to be made for the
responsive reading of the Psalter, the column containing the lessons
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from the Psalms, has been omitted. Where the arrangement has
been adopted in this country, it is warmly approved. The method,
common among us, of reading from the pulpit only that chapter
in which the text of the sermon happens to be contained, almost
wholly excludes large portions of the Word of God. A considerable
portion of every congregation are entirely dependent upon this public
reading for their knowledge of the Scriptures; and they are therefore
left, by this neglect, ignorant of great parts of it. If the adoption of
this arrangement should result in slightly lengthening the service, it is
believed the benefits resulting in the indoctrination of the people with
the very word of God, will fully justify it.

The child being presented by its parents or guardians, the Minister shall say :

RACE be unto you, and peace from God the Father and our Lord Jesus
Christ. Amen.

ARLY beloved in the Lord: Our Lord Jesus Christ, before He went ap

into heaven, spake unto His disciples, saying, All power is given unto
Me in heaven and in earth ; Go ye therefore into all the world, and preach the
Gospel unto every creature, baptizing them in the Name of the Father, and the
Son, and the Holy Ghost. Also He testified His love for children when He
said, Suffer the little children to come unto Me, and forbid them not, for of
such is the kingdom of heaven.

Encouraged by these comfortable words of our blessed Saviour, you bring
this your child before God and His Church, that it may receive the rite of holy
baptism.

For ye know that every child that naturally is engendered of the offspring
of Adam, is by nature a child of wrath, and an heir of all evil ; for by man, as
saith the Apostle Paul, is sin entered into the world and death by sin, and so
death hath passed upon all men, for that all have sinned. But where sin
abounded, grace hath much more abounded; and the love of God which
bringeth salvation, hath appeared unto us in Christ Jesus, who hath abolished
death and brought life and immortality to light by His Gospel.

Moreover for an assurance and pledge of our part in His great salvation, He
has given us the water of baptism, as the sign of that true inward washing of
regeneration, which we receive through the renewing of the Holy Ghost.

Therefore let our souls magnify the Lord, and let our spirits rejoice in God
our Saviour; for He hath done great things for us, whereof we are glad ; and
His mercy, on them that fear Him, is from generation to generation, as He
spake to our fathers, to Abraham and to his seed for ever.

Do you solemnly promise to educate this child as a Christian child, to
teach it to read God’s holy word, to pray and to hate sin, and will you bring it
up in the nurture and admonition of the Lord ?

EARLY beloved, however the children of Christian parents must be
baptized by virtue of the covenant, albeit they understand not this
mystery, yet it is not lawful to baptize those who are come to years of dis-
cretion, except they first be sensible of their sins, and make confession both of
their repentance and of their faith in the Lord Jesus.

For this cause Christ commanded His disciples to teack all nations, and then
to baptize them in the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy
Ghost ; adding this promise, He that believeth and ts baptized shall be saved.

Since you then, N., are desirous of this holy sacrament, as a seal of your
engrafting into the Church of God ; that it may appear that you do not only
receive the Christian religion, of which you now make confession, but do,
through the grace of God, intend and purpose to lead a life according to the
same, you are sincerely to give answer before God and His Church :

OST thou believe 1n the one only true God, distinct in three Persons—

Father, Son, and Holy Ghost; who hath made heaven, and earth, and

all that in them is of nothing; and still maintains and governs them, insomuch

that nothing comes to pass, either in heaven or on earth, without HIS Divine
will ?

Answer.—1 do.

Dost thou acknowledge that thou art conceived and born in sin, and there-
fore art a child of wrath, by nature wholly alienated from God, and prone to all
evil ; and that thou hast frequently, both in thought, word, and deed, trans-
gressed the commandments of the Lord ; and art thou heartily sorry for these
sins?

Answer.—I am.
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Dost thou believe that Christ, who is the true and eternal God, and very
Man, is given thee of God to be thy Saviour, and that thou dost receive by this
.faith remission of sins in His blood ; and that thou art made by the power of
‘the Holy Ghost a member of Jesus Christ, and of His Church? Answer.—I do.

Dost thou assent to all the articles of the Christian religion as they are here
itaught in this Christian Church, according to the word of God, and purpose to
continue steadfast in the same to the end of thy life? And also dost thou
reject all heresies and schisms repugnant to this doctrine, and promise to per-
severe in the communion of the Christian Church not only in the hearing of
the word, but also in the use of the Lord’s Supper? Answer.—I do.

Hast thou taken a firm resolution always to lead a Christian life ; to forsake
the world and its evil lusts, as becometh the members. of Christ and of His
Church, and to submit thyself to all Christian admonitions? Answer.—I have.

The good and gracious God mercifully grant His grace and blessing to this
thy purpose through Jesus Christ. Amen.

Then the Minister shall baptize the candidate, saying—

BAPTIZE thee in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the
Holy Ghost. Amen.

And shall add this benediction,

HE Lord bless thee and keep thee ; the Lord cause His face to shine upon
thee and be merciful to thee; the Lord lift up the light of His coun-
tenance upon thee and give thee peace, henceforth and evermore.

United as you two now are in mutual love and confidence, the forming of
this sacred and irrepealable tie is what you most desire ; and that it may still
be sacred and irrepealable in your eyes, when early enthusiasm has passed away,
and when fancy or sense might tempt the heart to wander, you have come to
seal your vows in the presence of God and of His witnesses.

And therefore I here require of you, and of these present, if ye know of
any lawful ban or impediment, why, according to the laws of God and of the
State, this marriage may not proceed, that ye here make it known.

If no objection be made, the Minister shall say to the man,
OST thou, M., desire to have this woman to thy wedded wife ?
Amnswer.—I do.

Wilt thou love her, honor her, comfort and cherish her, and forsaking all
others, keep thee only to her, so long as ye both shall live ?
Answer.—I will.

T hen addressing the woman, the Minister shall say,

RT thou, ., willing to have this man to thy wedded husband ?
Answer.—I am.
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Wilt thou live with him according to God’s holy ordinance? Wilt thou
love, honor, and cherish him, in sickness and health, and forsaking all others,
keep thee to him alone, 8o long as ye both shall live ?

Answer.—I will.
You will join your right hands and say after me,

I M., DO TAKE THEE, N., TO MY LAWFUL AND MARRIED WIFE; TO LOVE,

9 TO HONOR, AND TO CHERISH, IN BICKNESS AND IN HEALTH, TILL
DEATH DO US PART, AND THERETO [WITH THIS RING] I PLIGHT THEE MY
TROTH. *

N., DO TAKE THEE, M., TO MY LAWFUL AND MARRIED HUSBAND; TO
L, HAVE AND TO HOLD; TO LOVE, HONOR, AND CHERISH, IN SICKNESS
AND IN HEALTH, TILL DEATH DO US PART, ACCORDING TO GOD’S HOLY ORDI-
NANCE, AND THERETO [RECEIVING THIS RING] I PLIGHT THEE MY TROTH.

EARLY beloved, forasmuch as M. and N. have consented together in

holy wedlock, and have witnessed the same before God and this com-

pany, and thereto have given and pledged their troth, each to the other [by

word and by symbal], I pronounce them husband and wife ; in the name of the
Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost. Amen.

A ND whom God hath joined together, let not man put asunder.

(T%e newly married persons kneeling.)

ALMIGHTY and most merciful Father, our Creator and Redeemer, our
Benefactor, and final Judge ; the Father of our spirits, the former of our
bodies, and the giver of all good, regard with Thy favor, we heartily beseech
Thee, these Thy servants, now by Thine authority, of twain made one.

AND HIS INSTALLATION AT THE SAME TD;IE AB PASTOR OF A
CHURCH ; AND FOR THE ORDINATION OR EVANGELISTS.

After the preaching of a sermon and the other devotjvnal services us required in the Form of
(fovernment, chapter wv. 12, the Clerk, or some other Presbyter appointed for the purpose,
shull say to the Presiding Bishop or Moderator :

EVEREND Brother, I present to you this person here present (by name

M. N.), that he may be ordained to the office of a Minister of the

Gospel, according to God’s word, by the laying on of the hands of the
. Presbytery.

The Presiding Bishop.—Have you diligently inquired into his soundness
in doctrine and holiness of life, and are you certified of his meetness in respect
to gifts and learning for this excellent work, as required in God’s holy word ?

Answer.—We have 8o inquired, and find him well qualified in all things for
the work of the Ministry.

Then the Presiding Bishop shall say to the Candidate :

EARLY beloved. in the Lord, you have heard, as well in your private
examination as in the words hereinbefore spoken in this place, and in
the holy lessons taken out of the Gospel [and the writings of the Apostles] of
what dignity and of how great importa,noe this office is whereunto you are
called. And now again we exhort you in the Name of our Lord Jesus Christ,
that you have in remembrance into how high a dignity and to how weighty an
office you are called; that is to say, to be a messenger, watchman, and steward
of the Lord, to teach and to premonish, to feed and provide for the Lord’s
family ; to seek for Christ’s sheep that are dispersed abroad, and for His
children who arein the midst of this evil world that they may be saved, through
Christ for ever.

Have always therefore printed in your remembrance, how great a treasure
is committed to your charge. For they are the sheep of Christ which He bought
with His death, and for whom He shed His blood. The Church and congre-
gation whom you must serve, is His spouse and His body; and if it shall happen
that the same Church, or any member thereof, do take any hurt or hindrance
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by reason of your negligence, ye know the greatness of the fault, and also the
dread account you must render. Wherefore consider with yourself the end of
the ministry towards the children of God, towards the spouse and body of
Christ, and see that you never cease your labor until you have done all that
lieth in you to bring such as are committed to your charge unto that unity in
the faith and knowledge of God, and to that ripeness of age in Christ, that
becometh the heirs of the grace of life. Consider, therefore, how studious you
ought to be in reading and learning the Scriptures, and in framing the manners
both of yourself and of them that specially pertain to you according to the rule
of the same word ; and for this self-same cause how you ought to forsake and
set aside, as much as ye may, all worldly cares and studies.

We have good hope that you have well weighed these things with yourself
before this time, and that you have clearly determined by God’s grace, to give
yourself wholly to this office whereunto it hath pleased God to call you; so
that as much as lieth in you, you will apply yourself wholly to this one thing,
and draw all your cares and studies this way; and that you will continually
pray to God the Father, by the mediation of our only Saviour Jesus Christ, for
the heavenly assistance of the Holy Ghost ; that you may daily wax riper and
stronger in your ministry, and may be a wholesome and godly example and
pattern for the people to follow.

And now that this present congregation of Christ may also understand your
mind and will in these things, and that this your promise may the more move
you to do your duty, ye shall answer plainly to these things which we, in
the Name of God, and of His Church, shall demand of you touching the
same : A

Do you believe the Scriptures of the Old and New Testaments to be the

word of God, the only infallible rule of faith and practice ?
Answer.—1 do firmly so believe.

Do you sincerely receive and adopt the Confession of Faith of this Church
as containing the system of doctrine taught in the Holy Scriptures ?
Answer.—I do so receive it.

Do you approve of the government and discipline of the Presbyterian
Church in these United States ?
Answer.—I do heartily approve of it.

Do you promise subjection to your brethren in the Lord ?

Answer.—I do so promise. .

Have you been induced, as far as you know your own heart, to seek the
office of the Holy Ministry from love to God and a sincere desire to promote
His glory in the Gospel of His Son?

Answer.—I trust T have been thus induced.

Do you promise to be zealous and faithful in maintaining the truths of the
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Gospel, and the purity and peace of the Church, whatever opposition or perse-
cution may arise to you on that account ?
Amnswer.—1 do so promise, the Lord being my Helper.

Do you engage to be faithful and diligent in the exercise of all private and
personal duties which become you as a Christian and a minister of the Gospel,
a8 well as in all relative duties and the public duties of your office, endeavoring
to adorn the profession of the Gospel by your conversation, and walking with
exemplary piety before the flock over which God shall make you bishop ?

Answer.—I1 do so engage, relying on God’s grace.

Are you now willing to take the charge of this congregation, agreeably to
your declaration at accepting their call? And do yon promise to discharge the
duties of a pastor to them as God shall give you strength ?

Answer.—1 am willing, and I do so promise, the Lord Leing my Helper.

The Candidate having answered these questions in the affirmative, the Presiding Bishop shall
propose to the people the following questions :

O you, the people of this congregation, continue to profess your rea.dmess
to receive M. V., whom you have called to be your minister ?

Do you promise to receive the word of truth from his mouth with meekness
and love, and to submit to him in the due exercise of discipline ?

Do you promise to encourage him in his arduous labors, and to assist his
endeavors for your instruction and spiritual edification ?

And do you engage to continue to him, while he is your pastor, that compe-
tent worldly maintenance which you have promised, and whateverelse you may
gee needful for the honor of religion and his comfort among you ?

The people having answered these questions in the affirmative, by holding up their right hands,
the Candidate then kneeling, the Presiding Bishop shall offer the Prayer of Ordma-
-tion, as follows : :

O ALMIGHTY God and everlastmg Father, who governest all things in

heaven and earth by Thy wisdom, and hast from the beginning ordained
for Thy Church the ministry of reconciliation, giving some apostles, and some
prophets, and some evangelists, and some pastors and teachers, for the perfect-
ing of the saints, for the work of the ministry, and for the edifying of the body
of Christ, look in mercy, we beseech Thee, upon this Thy servant, whom we
here solemnly ordain and set apart to the work of the ministry by the laying
on of the hands of the Presbytery. Pour down upon him, we pray Thee, the
grace of Thy Holy Spirit, confirming in heaven what we here do in Thy Name,
and in Thy Church on earth; and owning him as a true minister of the Gospel
of Thy dear Son. Vouchsafe to him all that authority and gentleness, that
purity and spiritual discernment, that zeal and that meekness which shall make
bim an ensample and a guide to the flock ; that so making full proof of his

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ministry, and continuing in the same, he may both save himself and those that
hear him.

Presbytery or Committec shall be convened and constituted on the day appointed, a sermon
shall be delivered by some one of the wmembers previously appointed,; immediately
after which the Bishop who 18 to preside, shall stute to the congregation the design of their
meeting, and briefly recite the proceedings of the Presbytery relative thereto. Then address-
ing himself to the Minister to be installed, shall propose to him the following or similar
questions :

HE use of the ‘* Sentences” (which have found a place, more or less distinet, in nearly
all forms of prayer) arises from the obvious propriety of listening at the very opening
of public worship to the solemn warnings and gracious invitations of God to His people.
There is room for great variety in the selection of these passages. Only two or three are
expected to be used at any one service, according to the judgment of the minister. For the
early use of the Sentences see Palmer, “ Origines Liturgicae, 1: 236; 11: 110. Daniel, p. 78.
Those in the Anglican Book of Common Prayer, were drawn from the Liturgy of John

Calvin, prepared for the Church of Strassburg, 1545.

(2.)

Taken “ex Codice Mutinensis Ecclesise, Patrol. Latina, lxxiv, 914; and ‘‘Monumenta
Liturgica,” cxxxviii, 1834. This form of silent prayer for the minister before beginning the
service is especislly characteristic of the Oriental liturgies, but is found also in some of the
Western. It is called Oratio Veli because offered by the minister standing near the ** veil of
the Altar” before it was lifted. It is assumed in all Protestant worship that every
devout minister comes to the Sanctuary from secret communion with God; but a period of
silent prayer in the church, both by himself, for himself, and by the people for him, is
eminently suitable.

A distinct place is here given to this service, for the first time in any modern form of
devotion.

(3.) .

The * Preface,” beginning Dignum et justum est @quum et salutare, is a uniform part of
the service in all the Latin sacramentaries. The * Confession,” which follows, is from the
Strassburg Liturgy of John Calvin.

(4.)

This use of the « Beatitudes” is adopted from the recommendation of the Commissioners
appointed to revise the Prayer-Book in 1689, that they should be read after, or instead of the
Ten Commandments, the people responding “Lord have mercy upon us, and make us
partakers of this blessing ;” and after the last, “ Lord have mercy upon us, and make us
partakers of the blessedness promised to them, we do beseech Thee.” :

The reading of the Commandments is reserved for the Communion Service.

(8.) :
The Te DEUM LATUDAMUS, in which the Church, for fifteen hundred years, has expressed
ber adoration of the Sacred Trinity, is variously attributed to Ambrose, Augustine, or Hilary.
It sets forth with unequalled majesty of expression the great truths of the Godhead, the
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Incarnation, the Atonement of Christ, and the Unity and Triumph of the Church. This
bhymn may be recited responsively; or sung.

.

The phrase ‘¢ White-robed army,” in the ninth clause, is the literal translation of ‘‘ Can-
didatus exercitus.” Daniel observes, * The received rendering of this clause (‘ noble army’) is
one of the most unfortunate mistranslations of this hymn. (See Revelations vii. 9.)

The clause, “ He descended into hell,” being without sufficient authority, and apparently
only a marginal gloss which has crept into the text, is rejected.

(7.)

The “Litany ” here adopted is compiled from various forms found in the Monumenta
Liturgica of the early Church, In rendering them into English, so much deference has been
paid to the familiar language of the Anglican service, that no needless variation from it has
been allowed. As respects the changes introduced, and the few new suffrages added, the
compiler has ventured on the same liberty which the framers of the English liturgy claimed
for themselves. Cranmer, in presenting his Litany to King Henry VIII., said: ‘“May it
please your Majesty, I have translated into the English tongue, so well as I could in a short
time, certain “ processions” [litanies] to be used upon festival days; in which translations,
forasmuch as many of the processions in the Latin were barren as me seemed, I was
constrained to use more than the liberty of a translator; for in some processions I have
altered divers words, in some I have added part, in some taken part away. Some I have left
out whole, and some processions 1 have added whole, because I thought I had better matter
for the purpose than was the procession in Latin.”—Cranmer’s Letters, cclxxvi, 7th Oct., 1544,

NOTES ON THE LITANY.

Germs of the Litany are found in the Oriental liturgies, and various forms of it in the
service of the Western churches. The intense and passionate character of the ejaculations is
explained by the fact that it was origivally employed in times of public calamity by the
clergy and people walking in procession, and reciting the clauses alternately. Hence they are
sometimes called “ processions.” In the English Prayer-Book of 1589 the Litany was first
made a part of the regular service; and even though there should be no public calamity
prevailing, yet the sorrows and fears of ordinary human experience make it at all times
suitable as a part of public worship. Its pathetic and poetical character has commended it to
the admiration and use of the Church in all times and all lands. “ As to the Litany, says Dr.
Charles Hodge, ** which is at least a thousand years old, and no more belongs to the Church
of England than the creed does, we know of no human composition that can be compared
with it.”

1-3. The earlier forms of the Litany do not contain the phrase ‘‘ miserable sinners,” which
is accordingly omitted here ; nor the “ procession of the Holy Ghost.” The words *‘ proceed-
ing from the Father and the Son ” are to be understood (contrary to the opinion of Daniel, p.
164) of the mission of the Holy Ghost as the Comforter, and not of the mode of his existence °
as a member of the Trinity.

The substitution of “self-murder” in this clause, is justified by
the far greater prevalence of suicide than of homicide in our own day ; and by the considera-
tion that the thought of self-destruction may be assailing the mind of some worshiper in
almost any congregation. Self-destruction is a sin in which the same person is both murderer
and victim.

The phrase ‘“in all times of our prosperity ” is commonly defended on the plea that
“ adversity and prosperity constitute the two great crises of life by which we are tried, and
that we need divine grace equally in our want and in our wealth.” This is most true; but
the whole character of this clause shows that it is the great sorrows and last stress of human
experience that are referred to. The word “ extremity ” is here substituted as more congruous
to the strain of the suffrage.

It is judged a matter of clear propriety to retain the use of the titles of office “ bishops” *
and ‘“ presbyters” here, and in other parts of this litany.

The prayer for God’s people in Babylon is designed to revive in a milder form the pas-
sionate intercession of the Anglican Litany of 1544 against “the Bishop of Rome and all his
detestable enormities.” In the present state of our own country, and in view of the fact that
the overthrow of Protestantism in America is an object of special and constant prayer in
Romish churches, it seems highly fit that prayer should be made of the church continually
for the deliverance of all who are ensnared by anti-Christian errors. It is not at all intended

* *“ As the office and character of the gospel minister is particularly and fully described in the Holy Scrip-
tures under the title of bishop, and as this term is peculiarly expressive of his duty as overseer of the flock, it
ought not to be refused.”

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by this to pronounce on the technical question whether the Church of Rome is or is not the
anti-Christ of Scripture.
9.)

As there is better reason for attributing this prayer to Basil than to Chrysostom, we have
chosen to put his name at the head of it. It is literally translated from the original Greek in
the so-called liturgy of St. Chrysostom; see Patrologia Gresca, Ixiii, 908. In the parallel
‘Latin version, ‘ qui communes has et concordes orationes largitus es, qui et duobus et tribus in
tuo nomine consentientibus,” etc.

This form of ‘absolution,” incorrectly so called, is admitted to have been the work of
JoHN CALVIN; and to have been adopted into the Anglican Prayer-Book of 1552 from his
liturgy for the Church of Strassburg. Being merely a declaration by the minister of the
conditions of forgiveness, and an exhortation to pray for the gift of the Holy Spirit, and grace
to avoid sin in the future, it is appropriate to all evangelical worship.*

The funeral service is formed in part on the ‘‘ Inkumatio defuncti” in the primer of the
Sarum use ; the various prayers being taken from the sacramentary of Gelasius and other
Monumenta Liturgica, and the primer of King Edward VI.

The introduction of the T¢ Deum Laudamus in the funeral service is justified by the con-
gideration that the death of a Christian Believer in the full hope of everlasting life through
Jesus Christ, is not wholly an occasion of mourning, but an occasion also of triumph and
praise. The latter clauses of the 7¢ Deum make its use as a part of the funeral service
peculiarly appropriate ; but at the discretion of the minister it may be omitted.

The reading of the Ten Commandments in the Communion Service was adopted into the
English Book of Common Prayer from the Strasburg (Presbyterian) Liturgy. Its object was
to serve asa protest against the errors of the Anabaptists and other Antinomian fanatics ; and
still more to furnish heads of self-examination to intending communicants. See Daniel,
History of the Book of Common Prayer, 301. The Prayer of Thanksgiving is somewhat
altered from the Communion Service of the German Reformed Church.
