Davidson will be
facing beavier «dds but that is such an
accustomed thing now that cdds are no
werror tor the husky gridiron gladiators
from 1 C. Up until Saturday the odds
were overwhelmingly in favor of the
University,  Coach Campbell’s aggrega-
tien won out aver N, C. State, while in
turn the Raleigh lads trounced Davidson
30 to 6, This would give the Univer-
sitv undisputed advantage over David-
sen. But upon losking at the dope from
another standpoint, we find that V. M.
1. snowed the Chapel Hill team under
last week 29 to 7 on the latter’s own
field, while Davidson held the fying
Cadess to a scant 14 to 7 victory, This
would go to prove that Davidson has
more than a fighting chance against the
heavier and pessibly more experienced
cleven from Chapel Hill. With even
breaks, it is a toss up as to the winner.

The line-up to be used against Caro-
lina on Saturday is uncertain, Davidson
was fortunate to survive the battle royal
with N. C. State, with no men on the
permanent injury list. Spann, however,
suifered a fractured nose, due to a high
tackle made on him during the final
period, but it is unlikely that this will
keep the plucky Red and Black quarter
out of the fray. Jack Black was forced
to retire on account of a twisted ankle
and will probably be out of the game for
-the remainder of the season. Murray,
the midget Demon, was knocked com-
plctely out Saturday, with a severe kick
cn the forehead, but came around all O.
K. in a couple of hours. The line will
probably be the same as that used against
N. C. State.

Coach Campbell’s selection is quite
difficult to ascertain. However, the dan-
gerous trio of the Carolina eleven will
be Cochrane, speedy left end; Coleman,
that crafty half, and Spaugh, the power-
ful fullback.

Starting with Tuesday night, ~Shearer -
hall was filled morning and night for
three days by a percentage of the stu-
dent body which left no doubt as to the
force and personality of the speaker. He
made a powertul appeal to the Christian
manhood of the students, showing them
the importance of active, rigid obedi-
vnce to the high moral standards ot
Christianity,  He showed that it was by
the strength of Christ only that one s
able to fight successfully the temptations
that are continually besetting him. Dr.
Tohnson was helped in his services by
M. REC Mell, the Y. ML C. AL secre-
tary at Rock Hill, S C.. who was an ex-
cellen: leader in the song services. Mr.
Met! is an enthusiastic member of the
Packet “I'estament League, and as a re-
sult of his efferts a large number of the
students joined the league.

In his opening service Tuesdin night
Dr. Johnsen  spoke  on Regeneration,
BrieBy it was shown that not church
muembership, not morality, not religion in
the broad sense necessarily indicated a
regenerated heart, The mvstery of con-
version, the new birth— inexplicable to
the human mind-—is a fact that can be
substantiated by too much testimony and
the witness of oo many rransformed and
transfigured lives to be really doubted '
or questioned by honest minds. “he new |
birth is necessarv if ane would enter!
the kingdom of God.,  T'he address was '
delivered with fervor and foree out of
the ordinary and was replete with inci--
dents and illustrations, many of them
coming out of the personal observation
or experience of the speaker, ‘

On Wednesday, Dr. Johnson spoke on
the prodigal son. his willful breaking |
away from all restraint in the exercise’
of his sovereign power of choice, his |
coming again to himself and return to
his father. The last thought to be de-
veloped was that God can and will make

in his turning away from a sinful life
and in his effort to build up a strong
character in rightcousness and truth.
The speaker argued cogently and effect-
ively in showing that while the prodigal
may return, there is no reason why any
boy should ever leave the path of virtue
and -wander for a while in the filth and
slime of sin and uncleanness.

The last service of the campaign, on
Thursday night, was a powerful appeal
for the necessity of belief in and ac-
knowledgement of the Gospel of Christ.
The text was Luke 16:31: “If thev
hear not Mises and the prophets, neither
will they he persuaded, though one rise
fram the dead.” In the Rible is all the
religious knowledge we need and proh-
ably all that we will ever get. A mes-
senger from the dead could tell us no
more than we already know. Men are
no closer to GGod now than before the

great war, and the still more devastating

scourge of influenza that swept away the
best and strongest. A man that is douing
wrong now, expecting to change later, is
treading a dangerous path  He may be-
come hardened. or it may be too late
God has sent '
