Macazine is now completed. The design of this pub-
lication, and the principles on which it was to be conduct-
ed, are fairly before the public, and cannot have failed to
commend themselves to the approbation of all, who delight
in the honor of God and the best interests of men.

no occasion for despondency; but abundant reason, on
the contrary, to thank God and take courage. ,

Happy indeed should we have been, had no necessity
existed for the animadversions and censurcs, which, by a
sacred sense of duty, we have been constrained to intro-
duce, particularly into the department of Reviews.  But,
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when uncommon zealis displayed, and unusual means are
employed, to sap the foundations of the faith once delivered
to the saints, and to rob the Son of God of his glory; we
deem it incumbent on those, who stand for the defence of the
gospel, as effectually as possible to counteract that zeal, and
expose and frustrate those means. As from this part of
our duty, though certainly the most painful, we hope never
toshrink ; so ourdevout prayer is, that we may ever per-
form it with such a spiritandin such a manner, as shall en-
title us to the continued liberal countenance and sulzggrt of
the christian public.

The edification, entertainment, and profit of many
is the desire of our hearts ; and to render the Panoplist and
Missionary Magazine as extensively agreeable and useful
as we can, shall be our unceasing study.

In October 1663, Mr. Steclo
and Mr. Henry, and some oth-
er of their friends, were taken
up, and brought prisoners to
Hanmer, under pretence of some
plot, said to be on foot against
the government. After somedays
confinement, and undergoing an
examination by the deputy-lieu-
tenants, theywere dismissed: find-
ing verbal security to be forth-
coming upon twenty-four hours
notice.

As a mean pitiful insult, in
the beginning of 1665, when the
act for a royal aid came out, the
commissioners for Flintshire
nominated Mr. Henry sub-col-
lector of the said tax for the
township of Iscoyd, and Mr.
Steele for the township of Han-
mer. Mr. H. got some others
to gather it for him, only took
an account of it, and saw it prop-
erly done, deserving (as he said
he hoped he should,) that in-
scription mentioned in Sueton-
#usy To the memory of an hon-
est publican.

In September 1665, he was

again,with Mr.Steelc and others,
carried prisoner to Hanmer. He
was examined about private
meetings : some such (but pri.
vate indeed,) hc owned he had
becn present at of late in Shrop.
shire, but the occasion was ex-
traordinary ; the plague was at
that time raging in London,
and he, and several of his friends,
having near relations there,
thoaght it was time to seck the
Lorp for them, and this was
imputed to him as his crime.
After some days confinement,
being unable to prove any thing
against him, he was discharged
upon recognizance of twenty
pounds, with two surcties to be
forth-coming upon notice, and to
live peaceably.

Though his house at Broad-
Oak was above five statute miles
from the utmost limits of Worth-
enbury, yct because it was only
Jour reputed ones, his enemies
drove him, for a time, from home,
under the opcration of the five-
mile act; by which all non.
conformist ministers were for-

1 will not occupy the time of this as-
sembly in refuting, any farther, the mis-
erable shifts, and impious pretensions,
by which these men endeavor to sap-
wrt themselves in this wretched cause.

ithout a shadow of arguwent in its fa-
vor, it can be embraced only by impos-
ture, ignorance, or enthusiasm ; and must
always shrink from the touch of sober in-
vestigation. That it will continuc to en-
gross the attachment, and the labors, of
many persons in this and other Christi
countries, is certainly to be expected; for
it muat needs be, that offences come ; b2
woe to that man, by whom the offence
cometh.

extended and complete than has
‘been heretofore presented in any
American Seminary ; in the op-
portunity which will be afforded
for rendering ministers useful to
each other, by mutual aid in
study, by the farmation of early
friendships, and by all these hab.
its which tend to promote harmo-
ny and union in after life ; in the
purity of the doctrines which
will be taught ; and finally, in
the enlightened and faithful in.
spection under which the whole
Institution will be placed. Each
of these points is so well illus.
trated, that we should be glad to
transcribe the whole did our lim-
its admit.

Dr. D. next proceeds to enu.
merate some of the qualifications
of a good minister, describes
wery forcibly an ignorant, heter-
odox, and unfaithful one, and
shews the immense importance
of the Pastoral office. From
his excellent remarks on the last
particular, the following ela~
quent passage is selected.

Hear the songs of transport and triumph,
and survey with humble adoration the
swiles of infinite complacency, which
welcome his arrival. Behold him begin
the immortal career of wisdom, virtue,
glory, and felicity ; and unceasingly ad-
vanee from this happy gaol in the as-
cending towards perfection. See
him daygpy y brighter, and better, and
happicr ; ‘more lovely in the sight of
Gop; aricher blessing to the universe ;
a more glorious ornament to the divine
kingdom ; through ages, which eannot
end. Of all these wonderful blessings,
and of preventing the evils of endless
sin and endless woe; the -wretched
character, and dreadful reward, of the
impenitent ; Ministers are the chief in-
struments in the hand of Gop. How
immense is the evil prevented, on the
one hand, and the good achieved on the
other ? Extend both considerations to
hundreds, to thousands, to millions, of
immortal beings ; and you canuot fail to
feel the nature, the imgomce, the
glory, of the pastoral office.”’

Dr. D. thus speaks, in page
23, of that christian liberality,
as extraordinary as it is honora-
ble, which has founded this Sem.
inary.

“ Who have given birth to this school
ofClu-iag. ! A small, q very small number
of Individuals ; who have” thus evangeli-
eally testified, that Gop has not shower-
ed weslth upon them in vain. This
honorablg of property I know
not how sufficiently to commend : while
delicacy, perhaps, would on this occasion,
forbid me to commend it at all. In jus-

tice to my own feelings, I eannot avoid
say that it is property nobly conse-
erated to Gop, to Christianity, to the

salvation of mankind. Nor can I hesi-
tate to believe, that the praiee of the
Donors 12 already in a great part of the
Churches in this land ; or that the Chil-
dren of many generations nsll rise up,
and callthem blessed.

From the foregoing analysis
and quotations, our readers will
perceive that this Discourse is
worthy of its Occasion and its
Author. The style is such as
the public have long been accus.
tomed to receive with approba-
tion from his pen. Had weroom,
indeed, or the disposition to de-
scend to verbal remarks, we
might point out a few passages,
in which the severe critic would
find some ground for strictures
of the minor class. And were
President DwicuT one of those
writers, who, by their scarcity of
solid matter, or by their literary
foppery, invite particular atten
tion to their dress and wanner,
we might be tempted to indulge
a little in this fastidious work.
Bat amidst so much substantial
excellence as this Discourse pos.
sesses, both with regard to sen-
timent aad language ; and amidst
so much evidence as it atiords,
that the author was more intent
on the solemnity of the occasion,
and the grandeur of his subject.
than on pondering over words,
adjusting figures, and rounding
periods ; our feelings concur
with our judgment in applying
oaly the language of respect and
culogium.

Many great and laudable ef.
forts have been nfade, within a
few years past, to disseminate
the principles of the christian re.
ligion, by the publication of
small and cheap books. The
present period, when compared
with past ages, in this respect,
may be denominated a rew, and
distinguished era. The accounts,
which we receive from the Tract
Societies, in Great Britian, and
other parts of christendom, of
the dissemination of religious
Tracts, are truly wonderful.
Our country has, also, caught 3
portion of this spirit, and is, in
many places, making landable
exertions to extend the influence
of the gospel, by books, as well
as by preaching.

The importance of suchefforts,
to the christian cause, is obvious
at first view. Itis obvious, also,
that in order to subscrve the
true interests of religion, such
publications must be truly evan.
gelical. Doctrines, when incul-
cated by books, at the fire-sidc,
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
