good works which are the fruit of regeneration.

We are ready to adwmit; yea, we sirenuously
maintain, that suci ol Lée is connected with
fustification, and furnishes the ouly Scriptural
evidence that we are in 4 justified state. But tw

{hings may be inseparably conjoined, as blessings
of the covenant of grace, and yel, may be per-
fectly distinet. 1t would, i our opinion, be
mach nearer the trath to say; that evangelical
obedience was the fruit and consequence of our.
Jjustification, than thatevangelical obedience is the
‘condition of our justification, 'The truth is, our
persons must be accepted in Christ before we can
perform any evangelical works; and these works
\hen performed, can ouly be accepted as the sin-

opposition (o0 a greater array of plain and pointed
texts. There is no system which was ever con-
ceived, that may not as easily be sustained as this.
Where, according 1o this scheme, are the high
aud glorious privileges of true christains, of which
the apostles speak in terms 5o exalted? But we
will not condescend to reason this point. Lt car-
ties its own refutation on its front, and therefore
needs none from us; and accordiagly has had few
advocates. Since we have mentioved the pecu-
liar opinion of this' learned man, we will further
observe, that by works of law by which no flesh
can now be justified, he understands, a perfeet
obedience to the law; which none can now per-
form; but by faith, as opposed to this perfect obe-
ience, he understands, a gratuitous justification,
on account of our imperfect obedience; the for-
wer would be meritorious; but this being only a
sincere but imperfect obedience can give no elaim
on the ground of merit; and therefore the count-
ing this as @ righteousness, is a matter of grace
or favor, because it might bave been withheld*
The whole force of the objection against a sen-
tence of justification being founded 6u an imper-
fect righteousuess, lies against this scheme; and
the argument need not be repeated.
To obviate this objection, which every one that
understands the terms, must admit to have deci-
sive force, two methods have been resorted to; or
erhaps, they may both be reduced 10 one. lthas
cen supposed, and is now strenuously maintain-
ed by a large sosiety who deny the imputation of
Christs righteousness as the ground of a sinner's
justification, that thelaw of innocence, or the law.
ento Adamand to angels, in a state of integrity;
is not now in foree; but thata milder Jaw, Better
adapted to the fallen condition of man, has been
introduced by Christ, the Mediator: so' that now
under the Gospel, the old moral law is not the rule
of judgment in ke justification of a sinner, but
God, through the grace of Christ, accepts of obe-
dience to the evangelical law, or “law of liberty.”
Qur first remark on this scheme is, that it is res
pugoant to first principles in theology. The mo-
Fal law is in principle and in the nature of the
obedience whichit requires, immutable, Thislaw
arising out of the elutions Which subsist between
God and_his accountable creature, can never be
abrogated, nor changed; unless you coald con:

reject entirely his righteousness as imputed for jus-
tification, and teach, that while believing pevitents
receive the remission of all their sing, through Christ's
atonement, they ucquire a title to eternal life by theic
owi obedience; which they do not hesitate to say s
‘meritorious; or deserves the reward which is bestows
Still vhey maintain, that all Christiane
ot bt

acts. Their opinion is, that an a6 ot b
sinful and partly holy, but must be either the one or
the other, entirety. Hence it follows, that ifall the
sinful actions be forgiven through the atonement,
the holy acts, which are perfecily conformed to the
Jaww, will merit the promised rewards of obedience,
“Ctis theory is connected with other peeuliar and
novel opinions, but as it is evidently on the wane, it
will be unuecessary to enter into any discussion of
the dootrine of justification as held by its abettora,
Properly speaking, according to this theory, though
beliévers obtain pardon in this life, (hey are not jus=
tified until their course of obedience is completed.
Deir title to eternal life is acquired by their own
sworks: and their obedieuce must be finished before
the title iy secured.

I that part of the system, which supposes all
holy acts (o be perfectly holy, could be sustained,
there would be something plausible in the theory,
But it is not more 2 matter of conscious certain

wnake to consist only in-positive acts. But if sin
may consist also in defect, and if this be truly the
origin end formal nature of sin, as almost all
sound divines have held, then, while there is sin-
cere love (o God, the affection may not, in intens
sity, be as strong as it should be. ~And that this
is the real state of the case may be known by aa
appeal to our own consciousness.

Deliverance from the guilt of siu is that which
the convinced sinner is led most earnestly to
seek. There can of caurse be no justification of
the person unless sin is pardoned, for unpardoned
sin 18 state of condemnation, Justification mus!,
Sf neressity, thercfore, tnotude e fargiveness of
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sins. Andas this is the blessing first sought, and
most needed, the whole effect and consequences
of Christ’s mediatorial work, while under the law,
i3 uften expressed by the “remission of sivs;”
the blessings prorured by the active obedience of
Christ are in these cases fo be understood as in-
cluded. Just as in the expiatory sufferings of
Cliristin common, nothing but hisblood is mention-
ed; whereas his most bitter aud oppressive suffer-
iogs were in his soul, without bodily wounds.—
But though it is very common fo comprehend the
whole of the blessings purchased by Clrist by
the remission of sins; yet in other passages other
blessings are expressly mentioned. Indecd, every
passage in which Christ’s mediatorial work is de-
signated by the word. righteousness, ought 0 be
considered as inculcating the doctrine that he ful-
filledithelaw for s by his active obedience, But
as this.point will be fully discussed in the sequel,
it is unnecessary (o say more in this place.
The pardon of sin alone, can with no propriety
be denomioated justification, Pardon and justifi-
cation are notonly distioct, butin common cases,
wirerly incompatible. A culprit tried and con-
demned, may among men be pardoned, but it
would be a solecism to say, that such a man was
justified. Pardon supposes that the law has been
roken, and its penalty incurred; justification sup:
poses, that upon trial, the person arraigned is
found 10 have complied with sll the demands of
the law. The same incowpatibility would exist
between pardon and justification, in regard to the
sinner, under the Gospel, if nothing took place but
a meveremission of past sins. The name justifi-
cation, io that case could not have been properly
used. But by the plan of Salvation (hrough Christ,
there is not only ground for pardon, but there is
rendered o the cousNEes, which lays
the foundation for an act of justification. By par-
on, the sianer is freed from condempation, by
Sustification, he i entitled to the heavenly inhe-
Titance. - This, Christ has parchased for him, by
his perfect obedience, unto death. :
ut the dispute is not merely sbout the proprie-
1y or impropriety of a term; there ure important
principies involved in this controversy. We
maintiin, that the law when violated has a dou-
ble clgim on the transeressor. It still retain:
original demand of obedience, of which he never
can divest himself; and it now binds him over to
the endurance ol the penalty. To suppose thut
suffering the penalty, is an equivalent for obedi-
enee, and entitles to 1he same rewards is extreme-
ly absurd. It would be to suppose that Jehovah
who loveth righteousness and hateth iniguity,
would be as well pleased with sia, accompanied
withitadue punishment, as with perfect obedience
1o his own most holy law. The enduring a pen-
ally in his own person, or by another, never can
entitle anyronedo any thing else than exemption
from that whichjhe has already endured. Toil-
lustrate this principle by a familiar case, let us
auppose a law enacted in the state, which pro-
mises aninheritance to him who shallobey it with-
out one failure, but (hreatens ten years imprison-
ment 1o him wio shall iransgress its precept
personunder this law incars the pevally, and suf-
fors his ten years in prison.

Justiication, therefore, is not merely the for-
giveness of sin, but in addition to this, a declara-
tion that the justified person has a right to the
blessings promised. He not only obtains deliver-
ance from the sentence of condemnation, but in-
stantly'is constituted an heir of God,—a joint-heir
with Christ to the heavenly inheritance.

Pure, disinterested, and intelligent malignity is the author

of but few of the many bud uctions, which affict mankind.
Some, doubtless, hiave such an origin. But, it is belioved,
that among a large portion of the better sort of people mis-
conduct is frequently referable to a canse not so dreadfully
derogatory to what we understand tobe lovely and of good
report among mankind.  There is a criminal kind and de-
gree of carelessness about the moral quality of actions, the
cure of which would remove mountains of the evils which
aflict humanity. Many persons live extemporancously.
They have no setled plan—no fixed principles, They
know neither the port from which, -nor the port to which
they sail. - Yet they are at sea, At times, at least, none
sail foster. ‘Their rule, if any they have, is never to beat
against the wind, und always (o seem to €0 with the ma-
Jority, and especially to make the impression that they ure
doingagood business, Their purposerespecting fo things
is unshaken. They never have fully and with the whole
miud resolved on a proper course of conduct in some very
grave matters. - The fenr of Giod is not lways before such;
though it would be harsh to say they never feared him.
The blind self-love of such often screens them from the se-
verity of & condemnation, which God and man and con-
seience would pronounce against them, Then, too, their |
great ignorance, wilful it s true, but not the less mischicy-
ous; hinders proper perceptions of the nature of many of|
their most common actions.

There s scarcely any good bank, whose notes are not
someumes counterfeited. There is no moral virtue, which
is not more or less hypoeritically feigned. Religion itself
is ofien professed for a pretence. “The livery of the court
of heaven is stolen to serve the devil in Tn the mainte-
nance of the kingdom of dasieness it is often convenient to
have some faithful subject in the camp of Tsrael. Some ocs
casions are more suited (o introduce such persons into the
Christian church than others. “Satan loves to fish in
muddy water,” suid Whitefield.. Few things moreeffectu-
ally promote the cause of wickedness than spurious v
gious excitements.  On this subject we wish to make some
remarks, We begin by saying a fow things respecting
excitements in- general and religious excilements in parti-
cular.

The first remark we offer on this grave subject i, that
the human mind is sb constitated that it must be excited in
order o act,
‘without some excitement, such as the love of study, or the
love of preeminence, Indeed excitement itself is nothing
more or less than thacstate af vaind produced by the action
of motives upon it and without such action the wholemind
ould eI HIdEF R USCSAE & fixed torpor. The
poviers of the mind must he brought o action, the atten-
tion must be fized by something; and this requires ex-
citement.

The next remark is, that although men is an active crea-
tureyet his action is producedby his volitions, and his vo
litions depend on bis affections or desires, and these affec-
tions or desires are nothing but excited feelings. In other
words, buman agency must and will pease, henever ex-
citement shall cease. Universal palsy would stiffen the ra-
tional ereation were excitement all gone.

The next remark is, that there is always  proportion
between the encrgy of the action and the Vigor of the ex-
cited feeling.  “Exquisite power has its seal in exquisite
sensibilities.” A feeble-effort-is the nataral result of a
fecble excitement,

The next remark s, that all true religion has its seat in
the uffections, which are-nothing but excited feelings, The
love of God and of man, repentance for sin,

PRESEYTERIAN FOREIGN MISSIONARY SO-
CIETY.

The Zaecutive Committee of the Board of Fo-
reign Missions lo the Pastors, Elders, and
Members of the Presbyterian Church.
BrLoyen BreTaeen: a resolution of the
oard, it is made the duty of the Executive Com-

mittee to address the Churches, on the subject of

Foreign Missions. In discharging this duty, we

desire to look to God for directivn, and that his

blessing may aceompany our efforts to promote

i taterests of mimhonsagins. the gloty of God
for time and for eternity—and with it the prospe-
ity of the Church of Christ is deeply interwoven.
‘The contemplation of the state of the heathen is
always painful; yet however dark it may appear,
and however oppressive to the mind, nothing is
more clear than the duty carefully to examine our
relation to them, that we may know what the word
of God requires us to do.

Every Church of Jesus Christ, from its very
nature and constitution is a missionary commu-
nity. To make known the mystery of redeeming
love—to offer salvation freely to all men—to per
suade them to repent and believe the gospel, are
the great ends for which the Church was insiitut-
ed; and when by the almighty power of fhe Holy
Ghost, herefforts shall have been blessed for bring-
ing in all the redeemed of the Lord, the order of
Divine Providence in relation to our world shall
be completed, and time isell exist no longer.

It is the appropriate work of the Church, 1o or-
dain and send out ministers to preach the gospel.
This great duty she cannot delegate to otbers, nor
can she, without sin, neglect to send those minis-
ters to the heathen; for while the field is the world,
that Church performs only a part of her duty,
which leaves so large a portion of it unnoticed,
and takes no_care for the millions who are wan:
dering like sheep without a shepherd, and perish-
ing for the want of the bread of life. The Ghurch,
in adopting measures for carrying forward this
great work, may employ, under her own control,
any intermediate agency that may be deemed most
suitable and efficient. ~Experience may suggest
hereafter some improvement on the organization
constituted by the last General Assembly, but so
far as yet appears i scems to be adapted to the
end designed. The General Assembly by its own
proper authority, superintends and conducts the
work of Foreign Missions of the Preshyterian
Chureh, by a Board appointed for that purpose,
and directly amenable to said Assembly. To this
Board, consisting of forty ministers and forty lay-
men, s intrusted, with such directions and instruc-
tions as may be given Lo it from time (o time by
the General Assembly, the superintendence of the
Foreign Missionary operations. To tiie Board
also belongs the appointment of the officers, and
of the executive committee—and to the exechtive
committee, consisting of nine members, with the
Gorresponding Secretary, and the Treasurer, is
assigned the doties of appointing missionaries,
designating their fields of labor, and the particu>
Tar direction and management of the Koreign Mis-
sionary work, subject (o the revision and control
of the Board of Directors.

Here, Christian brethren, let us pause and give
thanks 1o God, that at last our beloved Church
bas engaged, as such, in the great work of obe-
dience fo the command of her risen Lord. Long
has she been a missionary Church with reference
10 the moral desolation of our own land; and now
in answer to the prayers and desires of thousands
in her communion, she is prepared to take her
part in Foreign Missions, that the dying heathen
may also share in her cares, and become a special
object of the prayers and benevolence of her sons
and daughters.

Besides the duties assigned to the Board, and
ta the Executive Commitice, all the judicatories
of the Ghurch have their proper part of this work
to perform. Their engaging in the Foreign Mis-
sionary cause,each in its appropriate sphere, will
bring a moral'and religious influence around the
subject, which cannot exist in any system by
which the Ghureh judicatories are (reated as hav-
ing nothing to do in extending the kingdom of the

edeemer among the heathen.

The annval meeting of the Board, is, by the

their sessions. o the Board belongs the super-
vision of all the details, ewbracing the Missiona-
ties or Agents employed, the fields of labor, the
receipts and expenditures, in short every thing
relating (o the subject, It'is their duiy 10 devote
the time necessary for a carelul revision and ex-
amination of all the matters intrusted (o them. In
This respect they stand on a perfect equality with
any other Board. Now, should the General As-
sembly also devote one or more days fo the same
geoeral object, how salutary would be the result.
The ministers and elders from all parts of the
Church, would thus be brought to participate in
the joys and sofrows of their brethren among the
heathen, and the Board and officers at home. The
interest thus manifested by them, would greatly
enconrage the hearts of all, A due portion of the
the time should be spent in religious exercises,
especially in united prayer. If the members come
together in a_right spirit, the blessed influences
of the Holy Ghost, might confidently be expected
1o come down on their meeting, and humble, an
revive, and sanctify their hearts. All would bless
God for having heen present, and would carry
with them to the remotest borders of the Church,
a senseof the heavenly feeling there experienced.
When the commissioners should return to their
respective Presbyteries, no part of their report
would possess equal interest with the account of
the Foreign Missionary Anniversary of the whole
Chureh. - We consider this aspect of the subject
as one of great jmportance, and respectfully, but
caraestly, call the attention of the commissioners
of the next General Assembly to it.

The course here sugzested has been pursued

y several Synods within the last two years,
with profit to the general interests of religion, as
well as to the Missionary cause. The day we
trust is not distant, wheo all these venerable bo-
dies will devote a part of their time to inquire
what has been done, and what more can be done
for the extension of the Redeemer’s kingdom
among the heathen. On the Presbyteries espe-
cially, must the Board always rely for assistance
in 1his great work. Itis in their power to adupt
such measures, as will bring this cause, at stated
periods, before all the churches within their re-
spective limits; and o them must the agents of
the Board look for advice, assistance, and encou-
ragement.

The present Foreign Missionary organization
of the Ghurch, contemplates the assistance and
co-operation of all her judicatories. The form of
government in the church is every way adapted
1o this purpose; it could not be improved, were
the trial now made, to form the whole Church in-
10.a missionary Society—and it has been to our
disadvantage, thatin practice we have been stran-
gers (o the benefits of our own excellent system,
and instead of looking to the judicatories of the
Chureh for direct and efficient action in the cause
of Foreign Missions, uniil recently, their names
even, fom the General As embly (0 the Session,
were scarcely mentioned in connexion with this
great work. 2

But when all these have performed their duty,
much will still remain to be done by the minis-
ters and elders of the churches. It is of vital im-
poriance 1o the success of the cavse, that it be
brought once a year, at least, before every mem-
ber of the Chureh, male and female. This can-
not be done without the assistance of the pastors;
and in aiding and sustaining them, the elders can
render an effici ice.

Ve Submit it, therefore, to the pastors of all the
churches, whether they'would not be doing the
cause a great service by bringing the Missionary
Chronicle 0 the notice of all their people, Thiy
course has already been pursued by a number of
our brethren, aud the result in every case has
been an increased demand for the work,

_We have thus endeavored (o explain the prin-
ciples of the Foreign Missionary organization of
the Presbyterian Church, and to point out the du-
ties resting upon the Judicatories, Pastors, and
Elders. But the great truth still remains to be
illustrated.  That upon every Christian man,
and every Christian woman rests ihe solemn
duly of aiding in sending the bread of life to
those wlo for want of il, are perishing. This
duty rests upon us as individuals; God holds each
one of us personally accountable fo himselfs and
whatever be our indi uty, 0 other can dis-
charge it for us, because all are required to do
what they are able. These are soleran conside..
rations; but the word of God has left us in no
doubt respecting their truth. “All things what-
soever ye would that men should do to you do ye
even so them. Thou shalt love thy neighbor as
thyself. - So then, every one of us shall give ac-
caunt of himsetf to God. But whoso hath this
world's good, and seeth his brother have need,
and shutteth up his bowels of compassion from
him, how dwelleth the love of God in him? Be.
ye ollowers of me, even as 1 am also of Christ. If
any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none
of his. If a man love me he will keep my words.
For ye know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ,
that though he was rich, yet for your sakes he be-
came poor, that ye through bis poverty might be
tich,” <

- Wi the Bible in our hands,
ignorance is no excuse; and what we do must be
done quickly. We may delay all examination of
the question, and from year (o year slumber over
the subject, but death makes no delay; he is a mes-
senger that slumbers not, and his dark valley is
crowded with the dying heathen, going in advance

AND CONFESSIONS OF FAITH.
Although there isu difference-between croeds,
and confessions of faith, yet they are clasely al-
lied; hoth being expressions of faith respecting
the ‘important docirines of the gospel, either by
churches or individuals. * They are obviousl
necessary for the preservation of (e wnity and
purity of the church, and that the lovers of truth
may know where to find those like-minded with
themselves, in regard to divine things. But itis
objected that they are useless and antietessary,
as we have all the revelation which God design.
ed to give to-man; and that the Bible, and the

faith. The objection would be valid and unan-
swerable, if all men were endowed with the same
talents, had the same degree of information, and
understood the scriptures alike. But as that is
not the case, creedsand confessions appear to be
necessary, not only for the purposes mentioned,
but highly usefal in presenting to the winds of
the weak, and less informed, an epitome of the
system, of christianity, in its various articles of
faith, scatiered hereand there in the Ol and New
Testament.

Ii is evident from ecclesiastical history, that
they were early introduced into the church
althouzh we do not positively say, that “the form
of sound words® which Paul says Timothy had
received from bim, and which he exhorts him to
“hold fast,” (2 Tim. 1: 13)was an epitome of the
doctrines of christianity, yet we think it to be a
more probable interpretation of the passage, than
any other which we have seen.  And although it
is the opinion of learned men, that the creed call-
ed the apostles creed was not drawn up by the
apostles; yet it is admitted to be of very early
date, and to_have been early admitted into the
churches.
