T was with no fnall Expefiation, that many aniong 45y
who bave long been monrning over the dying Circum-~
ances of experimental Religion, beard of fome uncommon
- Appearances of its Reftoration, in fome Parts of Germa«
ny. And, on the Arrival of feveral Miffionaries from
thence, while the prejudiced, and the carelefs condemned
them, at once, - without a Hearing; and many other
. awell-defigning and weak People either joined them, oft
- jupified them, withous due Enguiry and Information 3
. there were fome, who thought st thesr Duty, dsligently
and impartially, to acquaint themfelves with their Prin-
ciples and Prattices, that they might not, om the on¢
band, neglest any Appearance of God,. and the Operations
~ of bis Spirit, inthefe declining Times 3 nor, on the other,
‘receive fuch as bis Meffengers, who might be engaged in
the Introdutiion of Error and Confufion among us.
They bad learned from God’s holy Word, that Satan
‘could transform himfelf into an Angel of Light; and
the Experience of- the primitive Churches, as well as the
Srequent Cautions of the Apoftles, in thofe Times, taught
them, that Men might, under very plaufible Appearances,
craftily and privily, bring inthe moft dangerous Dolirines,
and delude weak, tho’ boneft, Minds into Meafures, which
might bave a Tendency to the Subverfion of the Gofpel of
Chrift. The Reafonablenefs, therefore, of fuch an impar-
- tial Examination, will, it is to be hoped, appear to ail,
scho bave the Intereft of true Religion at heart.

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And it muft be acknowledged, that the wvenerable aml
Jpecious Pretext of Antiquity, the extraordinary Appear-
ance of Sanflity and Self-denial, in the People who bave
gone among us under the Name of the Moravian Brethren,
and whofe Principles are the Subjef? of the Examination
of the following Pages, together with the indefatigable
Labours of their Leaders, carry in them a fair Shew of
Piety and Sincerity. And as, I bope, I would be one of
- the laf; that fbould be found in an Oppofition to any lauda-
ble Attempts, to reftore primitive: Purzty in Doftrine and
Prattice 5 fo, I perfuade myfelf, it will be allowed me,
that we never can be too early, in warning our Fellow-
Chrifiians of any dangerous Inno'vamm, which manifeftly
threaten eitber.. But, ‘th’ it is not my Defign, af pre-
fent, to detasn the Reader from what follows, by a par-
ticular Recital of the many and firange Delufins of .
thefe People, or to anticipate what be will meet with

there y yet, as I apprebend the Intereft of Religion is '

greatly concerned, I will take the liberty to offer to bim

‘two or three Objections to their Pretenfions 5 and they are

Juch as, I affure bim, flow from a v free and impartial-

Inquiry into the Scheme they bave ey und the Manner
in which they are carrying it on. :
TheFirft, then, arifes from the laboured Endeavours they
#fe to bide their Opinions, their conftant Unwillingnefs to
lay open their Sentiments plainly and fairky, and to fuffer
them to be examined by Scripture and Reafom 3 which is
well known to be contrary to the fanding Rule, and con-
Siamt Praftice of our Saviour, and his Apofles, and of
the truly Faithful in all Ages. This artful Method bas
indeed been very frequently taken by Men, who bave bad
Errors to introduce into the Werld, and efpecially when
‘they beve been of fuch a Nature, as would bave greatly
Jhocked Mankind, bad they been opened at once. And this
1 am afraid is too evidently the Cafe bere : tut at the fame
time it muft be obferved, how very ill fuch a Condut be-
«comes thofe, that come cut with fuch uncommon Pretenfions
. 20 Simplicity, as thefe People. And, it puts me in mind
of what, I remember to bave beard, many Years aco, frorm
v wvery wart}y and learned Man, who bad riuch Contro-
; - verfy
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der[y with the Quakers, viz. That « it was more diffi-
% cult to get them fairly to own, and declare their
« Principles, than it was to confute them.”” Truth
and Purity needno fuch Difguife: and therefore, if all other
Preofeffors of Chriftianity are involved in fo much Darknefs
and Danger, as the Moravians would bave us believe,
why don’t thefe great Pretenders to Light and Holinefs,
inftead of infinnating themfelves into the Affediions of the
Weak and the Unfiable, and creeping into Houlfes, in or-
der to lead captive filly Women, ratber lay @ieir Scheme
open to the whole World, that it may be fasrly tried by the
Word of God, and may be received, or rejelied, in propo-
tion to the Support it appears to bave, or not to bave from
shence ? ‘ o R
Again, tho’ Truth ought to be embraced, from what-
ever Quarter it comes,” and tho’ the Teachers of it may be
able to plead no exa? local, or lineal Succeffion, from any of
thofe Churches which bave preferved the moft remarkable
Purity, in times of the greateft and moft gemeral Apo-
Sacy 5 yet it feems to me very far from being agree-
able with the Sincerity which the Gofpel requires, for thefe
People to pretend to be the proper Succelfors of the ancient
Churches of Bohemia and Moravia, who derived their
Principles and Order from the Waldenfes ; wben it can
be made appear, thgt the Plan on which their whole Sy-
JSrem is framed, was laid at Count Zinzgndorf’s Houfe,
no longer ago than the Year 1725. And a Comparifon of
their Tenets with the Confeffions of the famous Waldenfes,
as you bave them recorded in Monfieur Perrin’s Hiftory
of thofe ancient Churches, will, 1 believe fatisfy any im-
partial Enquirer, what a flender Title they bave to fuch a
Succeffion. , ‘
And farther, the Moravian Leaders, I am perfuaded,
dare not demy, that tho’ Perfons may be admitted, upon
pretty eafy Terms, into what they call their Bands, in order
to Inftruition, and Preparation for more clofe Fellowfbip
. yet they. receive none into their intiate Church-
Communion, ut fuch as profefs a finlefs Perfeétion, or
an abfolute Freedom from offending God, by any finful
Alion, Werd,er Thought s andthat they are alfo { offe/s’ dof
a
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a full Affurance of their own Salvation. And fuch Per[ms.
indeed, as can believe the former of thefe, may, Itbink,
e reaﬁnably fuppaj&d s0 bave no Hefitation about the
latter.

But the Aftonifoment of the Reader will fiill more in-
creafe, when be is informed, that thofe, who are thus
admitted into their Communion,muft believe that Infallibi-
lity is Jodged in the Cburch, with which they join ; and
that they are therefore 0bltged on their Admiffion, to refign
up their Perfons, their Families, and their Eflates to the
Difpofal of the Church. Thus they muft believe, as the
Church believes, and. do as the Church commands; and

 this not only in [piritual, but intemporal Matters lzkewzfe,

Jo that they may not enter into a civil Contralt of amy
confiderable Moment, without the common Confent : Their
Perfons are difpofed q‘ in Marriage by the Direttion of the
Community; they baving renounced the Right of choofing, in
Jo tender a Cafe, for themfelves : and, in furtber Violation
of the Laws of Nature, as well as the Laws of God, their -
Children are not their own, but become the Praperty of
the Church. Nuy, their Profelytes baving given them-

~ felves up in this. manner, and baving renounced all Will of

their own, are frequently tranfplanted, by the Direttion of
the Church, into foreign Nations, and [ometimes into the

.wmoft remote Parts of the Wirld 3 and a Refufal of Com-

pliance with thefe things, is attended with the moft fevere
Cenfure. In a word, Reading and Reafoning being in a
good meafure, if not quite, laid afide, they have their
Understandings and their Faith determined, in all Dif-

“culties, by the fams Authority.

From an affecting Apprebenfion of the Progrefs of fuch
a dngerous Scheme as this, I might add many more Par-
ticulars, refpeiting their Principles and their Order
the unwarrantable Suppreffion of the Paffions, and the fi-
lent Stupidity ‘they enjoin; their Neglest of Pm) ers and
when they do ufe it, their confining their Addreffes, almq/i
whelly, to the Second Perfon of the facred Trinity, how-

ever to the utter Neglet of the Divine Father 5 the art-

ful Regulation of their Convents, and the various reli
ious Oﬁee;: of both Sexes, which A&q bave appointed,
without
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without any Authority from the Word of God : I might
Jpeak of their adventrous Ufe of the Lot, and their Con-
ﬁ;im-, their Metbod of difcovering and purging ous the
accurfed thing, and their Vow of Sincerity, by drinking
¢ Glafs of Liqua¥ at their Love Feafts, with a Wifb,
that it might be to them like the bitter curfed Water
of Jealoufy wunder the Law, if they are infincere. But
if awbat bus been already [aid appears to be true, as 1
am [atisfied it will, o fuch as make proper Inquiry,
it is, certainly, bigh Time for all ferious Chriftians to be
upon their Guard, and to watch againft fuch dangerous
Attempts upon true Religion, and Civil Liberty.

Tennent, to appear as he here does in Defence of
the great and important Docrines of the Gofpel,
long fince afferted in the publick Confeffions of the
Reformed Churches of Great Britain, France,
-and Hollond ; and which have been from Time
to Time vindicated in the Writings of their moft
- pious and learncd Divines.

 Zinzendorf, and the Brethren who have attended °
_him hither, had but given a due At¢tention to the

THINK it neeffary to give an Account of fome
I of the Errors which Count Zinzendorf, not long
. finee, exprefled in New-Brunfwick ; fome of which
I heard him affert myfelf, and the reft were heard by
- Mr. Henerick Vifber, a Perfon of good Intelligence and
Probity. . The Count not giving Liberty for two to
be prefent with him at one Time, when Queftions
were afk’d about religious Matters, there was no room
left for a joint Teftimony to all the following Articles.
The mifchiévous Effects of the Moravian Converfa-
tion in fome Places in this part of America, in cor-
rupting refigious Perfons with falfe Notions of Divine
Things, and in making unhappy Divifions among
them, together with their extraordinary Method of
concealing (generally) their pernicious Principles, is,
I think, a fufficient Apology for the prefent Effay, to
difcover them to the World, in the Manner I have now
taken. ‘The Particulars are thefe following :

. ¢ That it is not needful to preach the Law, but
¢ hurtful, under the Gofpel Difpenfation.
B2 2. © That
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Some Account of the Principles

That the Law is not a Rule of Life to a
¢ Believer. :

That the Unconverted are not under the Law,
¢ during the Gofpel Difpenfation.

That the Moral Law belongs only to the Fews.
That Convi€tion is not neceffary to Conver-
¢ fion, but very hurtful ; and that the Pref-
¢ byterian DoCtrine refpeéting preaching of the
¢ Law, is falfe. ’

That thofe who are juftified, are juftified from
¢ Eternity in the fight of God, and actually
¢ at the Time of the Crucifixion of our Lord. -
That Faith is not a Mean or Inftrument of
¢ Juttification. , . :
That Faith is ohly 2 Mean of the comfortable
¢ Enjoyment of Juftification.

That Faith is not neceflary to Juftification or
¢ Salvation. '
That the Nature of Faith confifts in a Per-
¢ fwafion or Belief, that our Sins are pardon-
¢ ed, and that Chrift died for us.” It being
objetted, that if the Nature of Faith confifts
in the aforefaid Perfwafion, then when it was
gone, Faith would be loft : He-reply’d, ¢ That

«¢ the Nature of Faith might be loft, but not

¢ the Thing itfelf, or Being of it.

That there is no fuch thing as Spiritual Pre-

¢ fumption.

That no gracelefs Creatures had hiftorical

¢ Faith, but the Devils, '

That the Guilt of Adam’s Sin was removed

¢ from all, by the Death of Chrift; that his

¢ Crofs was the Period or End of it.

That a Man is converted as foon as he has an

¢ abiding Senfe of his Sin and Danger : for he

¢ afferted, that the Senfe aforefaid flows from

¢ a Principle of divine Life.

That the Converfion of the Reformed Church,

¢ by a preparatory Law-work, was only a De-

¢lufion; and that there. was none of the
2 ¢ Mora-
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¢ Moravian Brethren converted that way that
¢ he knew of.

16. ¢ That the exercifing of Reafon in the Appre-
¢ henfion of any Danger, was not neceffary-
¢ to Converfion ; becaufe he faid it was done
¢in the Twmklmg of an Eye, without pre-
¢ ceeding Preparatives.

17, ¢ That a converted Perfon cannot fin againft
¢ Light ; and that if they finned, they thought
, ¢ what they did was good.

18. ¢ That Dgvid was unconverted when he com-
< mitted Adultery, and Peter when he denied
¢ his Mafter; and that Pau/ fpeaks of himfelf-
¢ as unconverted, in the whole feventh Chap-
¢ ter to the Romans : That he himfelf was a,
¢ Sinner, and would be fo to Eternity, and
¢ that we fhall need Chrift as much then as
¢ now.” The Count being afked, whether a
converted Perfon could fin? He faid, ¢ that
¢ he could if the Lord Jefus left lnm but
¢ that he was fure he would not.

19. ¢ That Old Teftament Inftances might be brought

, ¢ for Illuftration, but not for Proof.
20. ¢ That Chrift laid down his Life for all the Off--
" ¢ {pring of Adam ; neverthelefs that there was-
¢ a certain Ele&ion, but no Reprobation.

' The aforefaid Particulars are not Confequences drawn
from the Count’s Words, but his own exprefs Decla-
rations, and that for the moft part in anfwer to Que-
ftions afked of him; feveral of which he reafoned a
little upon.

Here I fhall beg leave to fubjoin the Extratt of a
Letter from Mr. Fobn Stockers, Merchant, of Amfter- .
dam, (a Perfon of good Charatter) dated Auguft 1741,
to Mr. George Brinkerboff, Merchant, of New-York,
relating to the Moravians or Hermbooter:, tranﬂated.

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¢ As to the Herembooters, mueh might be faid
¢ beyond the Bounds of a Letter. The Paftoral Let-
¢ter is a lively Reprefentation of them. Mr. Ku-
¢ lencamp, the Author of that Letter, has wrote two
¢ other fmall Trafts againft them; and alfo the
¢ Reverend Mr. Knypers; and three Profeflors; wviz.
¢ the Reverend Meflieurs Honert; Voget, and Gelders,
¢ have wrote againft them,

¢ I account them a mifchievous People, worfe than
< ever the Labadifts appeared to be, who were ortho-
¢dox in the point of Juftification; but thefe People
¢ have a Mixture of many Errors, I fthall mention fome
- < of the chief.

¢ That Man is Part of the Divine Being,

¢ They hold the PerfeGtion of the Saints in this Life.

¢ They believe that Saints may fall away ; and like-
¢ wife, that one may be faved in the Profeflion of the
¢ Pagan and Fewifb Religion.

- ¢ They believe that all Men, yea, and even the ve-

¢ry Devils, will be faved. :

¢ Who will not be aftonithed at fuch Propofitions,
¢ from Men who give themfelves out for abfolved
¢ Chriftians, who are bought by the Price of the Blood
¢of the Lamb! and who are fimple and harmlefs,
¢ while they are full of Subtlety, and cherith a Com-
¢ plication of Errors. '

¢ They are alfo infincere, and inconfiftent with them-
¢ felves, propofing That at one time, which at ano-
. ¢ ther time they will deny; going about with Un-
¢ truths ; having little Regard for the Truths of the
¢ written Word, pretending that they have Chrift with-
¢in them, to be a living Bible; and fuch-like Things
¢ as thefe. - :

¢ Their Meetings are no more fuffered amengft wus,
¢ being neither inftructive nor profitable. They will
¢ read a Chapter out of the Bible, particularly out of
¢ the New Teffament ; upon which they fpeak in fome
¢ confufed Manner, fing fome of their Hymns, and it
¢ may be they will pray, which has but little in it.
¢ See here in brief fomething of them.
: ¢ They
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¢ They were treated in 2 mild and in a friendly
‘Ma,nner, but would not fuffer themfelves to be ex-
s amined. ’Tis true, they don’t belong to theRe-
¢ form’d Church, but they pretend to go between the
¢ Lutheras and the Reform’d Church, and that they are
< neither of the one nor of the other, but that they
¢ come neaselt the Lutberan. * The Lord be praifed,
¢ they have not triumph’d, for by that Means all Re-
¢ ligion would have been in Confufion, and the funda-
¢ mental Truths taken away; by which the Church
¢ muft either ftand or fall. Therefore away with fuch !
¢ Or, as the Apoftle exprefles it, from fuch turn away.
¢ Thus far with refpect to the Herebaoters.

Mr. Samuel Finley, a Preacher of the Gofpel, in-
forms me, in a Letter from Philadelpbia, bearing Date
Feb. 15,

Thft he had fome Difcourfe with Count Zinzendorf,
by an Interpreter (he refufing to difcourfe with him
in Latin, becaufe he was a Prefbyterian). the Sum of
which was as follows :

1. The Count being afked, ¢ whether the Apoftle
¢ {pake of himfelf as unconverted ‘through the whole
¢ feventh Chapter of his Epiftle to the Romans? He
< anfwered in Englifb; Yes, doubtlefs, as uncon-

¢ verted. .

2. Refpeéting PerfeCtion. The Count would feem
to grant, that ¢ true Chriftians had Sin; and yet when
< I laboured to prove this, he would again fet up a-
‘ gamﬁ me: This was juft the Cafe.

. I enquired ¢ whether David was gracelefs when
¢ he committed Adultery? He anfwered, Yes. And
¢ all the Diftinétion he ufed refpetting this, was, that
¢ there was Grace in ftore for Dgvid, byt that he had
# not then received it.

4. T enquired about Juftification, ¢ whether it was
¢ eternal? He anfwered, Yes.

5. Fall’d, ¢ of what Ufe Faith was in Fupification 2
Fle anfwered, TFhat it was a Manifeftation of it.

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6. I enquired, ¢ whether one that had Juftification
' manifefted clearly to his Confcience, could ever doubt
< of it? He anfwered, that he might afterwards doubt
¢ of it.
. Laftly, I enquired, ¢ whether the Saints would have

¢ need of Faith to all Eternity? He anfwered, Yes;

and infifted on it: But by this time it was Nine of

“the Clock at Night, and our Converfation ended.

 Mr. Spangenberg, one of the firft of the Moravian
Miffionaries into thisPart of theCountry, who fowed the
Seed of their dreadful Do¢trine in New-2ork, in a Dil=
courfe with me, oppofed ftrenuoufly the Dotrine of
Original Sin imputed, and laboured to enervate all that
I brought in Confirmation of it. .

He likewife call’d the Proteftant Churches a Basel
(theirs excepted) or compared them thereto. He alfo
. afferted, (the firft time that he was here) the Salvation

~ of the Damned, or that their Torments fhould be only

for a time ; and laboured to maintain this horrible Po-
fition, againft what I offered in Oppofition thereto.
Indeed the laft time that I faw him, he feemed to be
of a different Opinion, as to the laft Particular : But I
have feen @nd heard of fo much inconfiftent Condué
in him, and others of that Sect, that I can hardly avoid

a Jea-
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a Jealoufly of his Sincerity in that Matter : and feeing
the Count materially afferts it in his Sermons, as I
have' fhewn before, there is the more Reafon to believe
him and others of that Party to be guilty.

Mr. Spangenberg declaimed in my hearing, more than
once, againft human Learning, and look’d upon it as
a confiderable Hindrance in the Acquifition of divine
Knowledge : Hejudged his Cafe to be unhappy becaufe
of his Learning, which, he faid, he found difficult to
forget. '

He run down human Reafon, as if it were ufelefs in
Religion, and in the room thereof inculcated the Do-
&rine of Simplicity, which in their Senfe of it, upon
mature and frequent Deliberation, I cannot but take
to be real Folly and implicit Faith, a believing of Non-
fenfe, Contradictions, and myfterious Gibberith. When

they affert grofs Contradictions, they tell us that we -

muft believe fimply ; that is, we muft quit our Reafon,
and turn real Fools; we muft believe thro® thick and
thin, Abfurdities and Nonfenfe, and fo turn Papifts.
Let Simpletons, who feem willing to fwallow any
thing, confider ferioufly and feafonably the Injunction
of God himfelf by Solomon, Prov. i. 22. How long ye
Simple ones will ye love Simplicity 2 and the Scorners de-
light in their Scorning, and Fools bate Knowledge 2 Turn
You at my Reproof. .

It is exceeding artful in the Moravians to inculcate
this popith Doétrine, at ‘their firft coming among a
People efpecially; for when once they have drunk in
that, their Work is done; they may turn them into
- any Shape they will: Reafon and Argument are ren-.
dred ufclefs ; a Shadow of Plaufibility is enough. Thus
the Moravians endeavour to ufe us, as the Philiflines
did Samfon, firft put out our Eyes, and then lead us
where they will, in Triumph. ‘

I might have taken notice of more exceptionable
Particulars in the Count’s Sermons ; but what I have
tranfcribed,. are fufficient to convince all, that are not
blinded with Prejudice, or given up to fatanical Delu-
fion, that their Principles are moft deteftable! -
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I expe& that the Moravians will ufe Fox-like Shifts,
to evade the Difcovery of their heretical and - horrible
Principles, by the preceding Letters and Extralts, as
they have done refpecting what the Count faid in New-
Brunfwick, But Truth is great, and will prevail at lat
over Error and Artifice, and baffle all the fly Tricks
of Seducers, who lie in wait to deceive ignorant, fim-
ple, and unftable Souls. ) "

If any queftion my Candor, I advife them to
get the Count’s Book, and read it themfelves deli-
‘berately and impartially, and afk for Light from Heaven
to help them to diftinguifh between Truth and Error.

It is contrary to my intended Brevity, to enter upon-
a particular Confutation of all the Errors contajned in.

. the Sermons; that would fwell this Volumn to too
great a Bulk : and indeed many of the Errors are fo
abfurd, that the bare mentioning of them is Confuta-
tion enough, to Perfons of Judgment that are freed
from a partial Byafs.

‘What, indeed, are thefe Sermons but aBundle of
Contradi&tions, and grofs Errors and Herefies, inter-
fperfed with fome Paflages of Truth and Senfe? In
them a preparatory Work by the Law of God is de-
nied, Repentance excluded, Perfection afferted eigh-
teen times, and- denied twice; a new Purgatory in-
vented, as well as a new Ele&ion from the Time of
Chrif's Death! In them the great Articles of Faith
and Juftification are dreadfully corrupted; hiftorical
Faith is afferted to be faving; and all Perfons are faid
to be juftified from the Time of Chrif’s Death ; the

- active Obedience of Chrif is excluded from bearing any
Parc in our Juftification and Salvation ! In them En-
thufiafm is afferted, and recommended in diverfe In-
ftances ; as well as all Ufe of Means with Sinners, to
inftru& and alarm them, denied! In them all man-
ner of Wickednefs is encouraged, as the moft direét
Way to Converfion ; all Virtue and religious Duty
unhing’d and difcouraged : according to them, no
Means muft be ufed by poor Sinners to obtain Conver-
fion ! In them Sin is reprefented as a meer Trifle, un-

- ' ‘ worthy
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worthy of our Fear or Grief! In them the Happinefs -
of Heaven is deftroyed, by making the Saints tobe poor
and needy there! In them the faithful Minifters of
Cbrif are condemned for ufing Means with poor Sin-
ners, to convince them of their Mifery, and bring -
them to Jzfus! In them the preaching of Terror to
the unregenerate is denied, which is fo frequently in-
culcated in the Word of God, and which was pratis’d
by Chrif# himfelf and his Apoftles! * In thém Chrif’s
Propitiation for Sins in Eternity, is afferted! In them
univerfal Redemption, and univerfal Salvation, are alfo
.afferted ; as well as Infpiration after. the apoftolical ’
Times! In them our Lord is-eprefented, as paying
a Ranfom after his Death for Perfons under Convic-
tion! which is not only contrary to exprefs Scripture
(Heb. vii. 27. Heb. ix. 26, 28.) but notorioufly dero-
gatory to the Sufficiency of the Atonement of our
Lord Jefus in his Life, and at his Death for his Ele&.
In them the deteftable Arminian Dottrines of Free-
‘Will, and the final Apoftacy of the Saints are incul-
cated 3 and thus the Pride of Sinners is flattered, and
the Foundation of the Saints Comforts fhut up and
fealed! Inthem the Count urges the univerfal Necel~
fity of Affurance on Pain of eternal Death! And in
the mean while informs us, that Perfons are fpiritually
.-alive and dead at the fame Time! He tells us that
when the Spirit convinces Perfons they are loft, and
have no Intereft in the Kingdom of God, then they
are found, they are Brethren, they are Children of
God! Now cicher two contradi€tory Propofitions can
be both true at once, which is impoffible in the Na-
ture of Things, or elfe the Count charges a Falthood
upon the Spirit of God. In them the Doctrine of ori-
ginal Sin imputed is denied, and the popith Doé&rine
of the Sacraments afferted ! In them a good Thought
at Death is reprefented as fufficient to obtain Happi-
nefs. In them Sin is afferted to be fomething mate-
rial 5 and if fo, God muft needs be the Author of it,
for he hath made all Subftances! Inthem God’s holy
Law is condemned, as the Capfe of Sin: if - fo, then
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God himfelf is the Caufe of Sin, for he is the Author
of the Law, and indeed it is but the Image of his mo-
ral Excellencies! It is a vile Abufe of that Paffage of
the Apoftle Paul, (1 Cor. xv. 56. The Strmg/b of
8in is the Law,) to conclude from hence that the Law
is the Caufe of Sin: The Meaning of the aforefaid
Place is elfewhere explained by the fame Apoftle, w:z.

Rom. vii. 11. For Sin taking Occafion by the Command-
ment=deceived me, and by it flew me. The obftinate
Corruption of our Nature, may unreafonably take Oc-
cafion, from the juft Reftraints of the Commandment
to rage the more; but that is not the Fault of the
Law, but of our corrupt Nature. Was then that
which is good Death to me? fays the Apottle! God for-
bid! The Apoftle rejeéts the Notion of the Law’s be-
ing the Caufe of his Sin, with great Indignation; he
fhews that this cannot be, Verfes 12, 13, -14. Bzcaufe
the Law is boly, juft and good : As if the Apoftle thould
_fay, that which is holy cannot be the Caule of its con-
trary 5 for like produces like : But Sin that it might ap-
pear Sin, worketh Death in me by that which is Good,
that Sin by the Commandment might appear exceeding fin-
ful s for we know that the Law is [piritual, but I am
carnal. As if the Apoftle thould fay, the Law is good,

_~ {piritual, difcovers Sin, and its penal Confequences ;

hence by it is faid to be the Knowledge of Sin, and that
it works Wrath: how therefore can it be the Caufe of
Sin? Noj it is the Corruption of Nature, which is
the Caufe of aétual Tranfgreflion : But I am carnal,
Jold under Sin. To turn from the moral Law asa Rule
. of Llfe, is not the Way to Ifreedom from Sin, ‘but to
Death in Sin,

The Moravian Notion aqu the Law is a Myftery
of deteftable Iniquity! And indeed- this feems to me
to be the main Spring of their unreafonable, anti-evan-
gelical, and licentious Religion!

But I have not Time at prefent, “to mentiotr all the
other Abominations of the Count’s Sermons !

And now having had a Taltc of their Pnncxples,
F let
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let us proceed to a bricf Refletion, upon their Expés
rience and Praétice. ’

As to their Converfion, and after Experiences 3
the Converfion of the moft of them (if we credic the
Count’s Affertion, and we may reafonably fuppofe that -
he knows pretty well the Statc of hisown Sett) is very
flight, it’s without any preparatary Law Wark, done
i a Moment. If they have received the aforefaid
Doltrines, have we not Reafon to fear that their Con-
verfion is but a ftrong Flight of Imagination, ar a fa-
tanical Delufion. And we have the more Reafon for
the Fear aforefaid, when we confider how eafy they are
generally after their fuppofed Converfion, without Fears,
without Complaints of Sin, Strangers to the fpiritual
‘War, Strangers to the Knowledge of their own Hearts,
always in one fort of Frame, or as it were put to flcep
and happy, as the Caunt expreffes it. Did not the Seed
fown on the ftony Ground fpring up quickly ; but, on
the contrary, did not the good Ground bring forth Fruit
with Patience ? Did not the poor Man in the Gofpel
bewail his Unbelief? And are we not commanded to
fight the Fight of Faith ? If we will believe the Scri-
ptures, does not their Converfion and Experiences look
like Prefurnption and Delufion ? Their grofs Ignorance
about the Nature of a true and faving Faith, adds aw-
ful Weight to what has been now obferved !

I wonder not at their Eafe, when I confider what
fort of Faith pafies for faving among them; and fee-
ing they lay fo much ftrefs upon ao hiftorical or tem-
porary Faith, apd reje&t the Law of God, by which is
the Knowledge of Sin; how can they be otherwife
than eafy ? For without the Law Sin is dead, as to
our Apprehenfion and Fecling 3 i. e. we have no true
Sight and Senfe of the Evil and Danger of Sin with-
aut the Law,

As to the Spirit of the Mpravians ; do not a Num-
ber ¢ them feem to be proud under a Mafk of Humi-
lity 3 while they look upon themfelves and their Party,
t> be more advanced in Grace, than Perfons of any
other Denomination? How will fuch a Spirit accord

' with
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with the Example of Paul, who look’d upon himfelf
to be far lefs than the leaft of all Saints, and with the
Commiand of God, that every Man fhotld efteem an-
other better than himfelf? - :

Are not the Moravians many of them uncharitable
‘and divifive in their Spéech and Pracice, and that
tnder Pretext of Charity and Catholicifm ?  Witnefs
Mr. Spangenberg’s comparing the Proteftant Churches
t6 a Babel, and the Count’s calling their Converfion
by the Law a Delufion? (before mentioned ;) Witnefs
their not being willing to join with any Proteftant -
'Body of Men, and yet their receiving Pérfons of di-
wetfe Societies to their Fellowthip, with [ittle Exami-
nation as to theit Principles. ,

Do not thofe Things, together with their fending
of their ignorant Miffionaries to gather feparate Socie-
ties in Places wheré there is a found Miniftry, fignify
that their Defign is not Catholick, whatever their Pre-
tences be notwithftanding? ' _

The Count’s birter and contémptuous Speeches in
New-Brunfwick, againft the Body of the Reformed
Churches, gives additional Evidence to what T have
now obferv'd. .

And is there not much Enthufiafm in the Moravian
Method of Management, in thefe Inftances following,
viz. in neglecting Family Prayér; in fending out Miif=
fionaries, without human Learning; and in their
Preaching (ordinarily) without Study, and without
Prayer before or after, or both? '

Befides, there is much Cunning in their Praétice,
cloak’d with an Appearance of Simplicity, as is evi-
dent from the following Particulars, in their Method
.of propagating their Sect, viz.

1. They labour to be acquainted with the Principles
of others, and accornmodate themfelves fo far tothem

" in Difcourfe, as will not confift with Truth. A late
Inftance of this appeared in one of the Moravian Par-
ty, called Mr. Betener, who, in my hearing, expresfly
contradi¢ted himfelf in the fpace of two or three Mi-
nutes; a- Perfon of Diﬁinégon being prefent. A&
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firt he afferted, that pious People could know others.
certainly, and offered fomewhat in .Confirmation -of
that falfe and impious Notion, in Anfwer to what was
o)jected againft it: but being afked by another Perfon
after this Manner 3 You don’t think that a good Man

can know another infallibly ?  No, faid he!

Befides, I have been inform’d by fome Perfons of
Credit, that Bithop Nitfman’s Wife has denied fince
what fhe afferted at New-Brunfwick : for this, if fhe
will fuffer the Matter to be examined, fhe may be
proved a Liar.

Farther, I am credibly informed, that the Count
has in' the hearing -of feveral Perfons, denied the Arti-
cles offered againft him in the beginning of this Ap-
pendix, whlch he expreffed in New-Brunfwick, as they
now ftand ; and fome of them abfolutely and intirely.
Ileave it to the impartial Reader to judge, whether thofe
Atrticles be not proved by the Extracts of his Sermons ;
and hence to form what Opinion he thinks reafonable,
of the Count’s Veracity. The Count’s denying of
them as they ftand, feems to be an ariful, but unge-
. nerous Evafjon. Whatif it was fo, that his Affertions
were not put in the fame Order in which he delivered
them ? If his Expreffions are not altered, or his Senfe
wronged, and the Articles be put in a more natural
Ordcr, where is the Injury ?

I might mention more Inftances of other Moravians.
infincere and inconfiftent Conduct 5 but thefe at pre-
fent may fuffice.

. 2. They hide any of their Prmcxples, that they -
think will difguft. I thought it fomething ftrange,
in the Count’s forbidding any erfon to come into the
Room with me, the fccond Time I attempted to fee
him.

3. They fpeak ﬂwhtly of the Ufe of good Books,
This feems to be a crafty Stratagem, to increafe their
Se&; for they may know, that all Books but their own
are acamﬁ them, confidering their Principles com-
plexly Now their ﬂ:ghnng the Ufe of good Books,
has a Tendency to rob God’s People, fo far as theig

In-
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Influence reaches, of a precious Mean of Inftruétion
and Defence, and fo leaves them more expofed to the
Stratagems of Seducers. '

4. Do not fome Moravians flight human Reafon
and Learning? which (if ufed in their proper Place)
are good Bulwarks againft their inconfiftent Doérine :
and in the Room thereof commend a Simplicity of
dangerous Tendency,. as has been before obferved ?
I know of no commendable Simplicity, but Humility -
and Sincerity in the Ufe of pfoper Means ; but to be-
lieve Contradictions is a deteftable. Simplicity, and to
expe&, in ordinary Cafes, Bleflings from God, without
the Ufe of proper Means, inftead of truﬁmg in him,
is to tempt him.

5. Do not the Moravians {peak flightly of Confef-
fions of Faith, and fuch like regular and harmonious
Syftems of Chriftian Principles 2 And is not this poli-
tical ? For has it not a plain Tendency to prepire Per-
fons to receive their inconfiftent Medley of Doctrines,
which no human Underftanding can harmonize ? -

6. Do not the Moravians begin with the Affetions -
firk? And is thig fair Dealmg? Do they not endea-
vour to infinuate themfelves into People’s Affections
firft, by Smiles and foft Difcourfes about the Love of
Chrift, and by a feeming innocent, fimple and -loving
Behaviour, while in the mean time they carefully hide
their Principles, until the Affections are catched and
then let them out by Degrees. Should not they thew
their Principles firft, before the Affections are fired,
that fo People may ]udge of them with Calmnefs and
Impartiality ?

7. Do not they take fpecial Care to apply to young
Perfons, Females, and ignorant People, who are full"
. of Affection ? And if any Perfons of Diftin&tion ‘are
under -any good Impreffions, thofe fhall be taken fpe-
cial Notice of befure ; for poor ignorant young Crea-
tures under their firft Love, are eafily led afide by fair
Shews.. And there mufl be, if they can, fome Per-
fons of Note and Figuge in every Place to grace their-
Scét, and gain Profelytes to it, Who do they imitate.

in
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in attacking the weaker part of Men, viz. the Paflidn
and the weaker Sex firft; but the Devil, the Father of Lies
and Errors? Did not he deal thus with our Firft Parents, and
by the weaker Sex feduced Adam ? _

And don’t they refufe gencerally to reaforf upon Points in Re-
Kgion, whereby one might convince another, and leave People
to be profelyted by Sight only * . It is politick in them indeed
to wave Reafoning and fhun Difcovery, for their Principles
will bear neither. Let them but appear in their native De-
formity, and they will be abhorred. My Soul is grieved to
fee the childith Ficklenefs of the Sons and Daughters of this
-Generation ! who are toffed about with every Wind of Doc-
trine ; who are juft fmiled out of their Religion, without be-
ing able to offer one folid Reafon for their Change.

8. They endeavour to unhinge People as to their religious
Principles, with their confufed Inveives agdint Bigotry.

Doubtlefs, to be gs zealous im degree for fmaller Points in
Religion as for greater, is a criminal Bigotry ; for Zeal fhould
furely thould be proportioned to the Weight of Things. Like-
wife to eatertain uncharitable Thoughts of thefe who differ
from us only in Circumftantials, or fome few lefler Points of
Faith: And, no doubt, to make Circumftintials Terms of
Communion, is Bigotry with a2 witnefs. Alo to endeavour
rather principally to l‘[;\ropng'ate a Sett by our Zeal, thay to
promote the general Interefts of Religions But it is no Bi-
gotry to hold faft Chriff’s precious Truths in Affetion and

’ractice, and'to defend them againft all:Oppofers ;. for this is
the Command of God. And without this a pretended
Zeal for Holinefs is of na moment.  And we find our Lord
and his Apoftles ufed Sharpnefs in dealing with falfe Teachers;
calling them Wolves, Dogs, Serpents, Vipers'!

Indeed to effay to impofe our gginion' upon othiers by Force
and Violence, is doubtlefs-a- deteftable. Bigotry ;- for everp one
has an equal Right to think for himfelf; and Reafon-and Ar-
gument can only convince the Mind. ,

Certainly we fhould adhere inviolably. to. the. Principles we
have been inftru@ed in,. until we find better,. which we thould
be always ready to receive upon proper Convi&ion ; which is
not to be attained by the Sight of the Grimaces of Strangers,
or by immediate Revelations or Enthuffafms, but by Seripture,
Reafon, and Argument. No doubt we fhould be always-open
to Light and rational Conviction ;. but there is a vaft' Diffe-
rence between this and a childifh Ficklenefs: Dé not thofe
afl& ‘l)i:;eChildren and Fools, whe part with good: Principles
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1 think it looks exceeding black in the Moravians to {light
fpecylative Knowledge fo as theg do, which they call Head-

nowledge. *Tis true, it is a Sin to reft fatisfied with it
without feeling its Power and Influence; but is it not an ap-
pointed Mean, to obtain what is faving? why clfe are the
~ Unconverted enjoined to fearch the Scriptures? Without
Knowledge Solomon obferves that the Mind cannot be good 5
and he fays, that they are Fools who hate it. Is not fpecula-
tive Knowledge the fame for Subftance with that which is fa- °
ving, only deftitute of its Influence upon Heart and Praétice?
‘The Moraqvians, by this Method of proceeding, are propa-
gating another damnable Doctrine of the Church of Rome,
namely, that Ignorance is the Mother of Devotion.

The Moravians feem to be aware of this, viz. that Reafon,
Learning, found Confeflions of Faith, and fpeculative Know-
ledge, do all of them oppofe the Spread of their perverfe in-
confiftent Principles, and therefore they labour to pull them
down. » .

It is exceeding weak in the AMoravians to bring in that
Paflage of Paul, 1 Cor.ii. 2. For I determined to know no-
thing among you, [ave Fefus Chrifi, and bim crucifid ; as
an Objection againft fecking after Knowledge. We can-
not reafonably fuppofe, that the Apoftle means any more by
that Paflage, than that he made Chriff the Center and Scope
of his Knowledge, 1. e. that all he knew fhould have a
~ Reference to Chrift, either more dire& or remote. And
have not all the Scriptures this Tendency to exalt Chriff, to
bring Sinners to Cbrif?, and to build them up in him? But
to imagine that the Apoftle fhould confine all his Knowledge
te the Pafion of Chriff, in any other Senfe, is contrary to-
- Scriptuge and Reafor. If fo, why did he inculcate fo many
other Things in his preaching, and that by immediate In-
fpiration ? If the aforefaid Notion were true, a great Part
of the Bible would -be ufelefs. But were not thefe Things
written for our Learning? Why are we bid to fearch the
Scriptures, if we muft not labour to underftand them. The
following Place of Scripture, 4&s xx. 20, 21. And bow
have kept back nathing that was profitable unta you, but have
Jhewoed you, and have taught you publickly, and from Houfe to
Houfe ; teftifying to the Jews, and alfu ta the Greeks, Repen-
tance towards Gody and Faith towards our Lord Jefus Chrift ;
may be a Help to explain the other. We can have no juft
" Notion of the Paffion of Chrift, without the other Do&rines.
of Religion. . .

Does it look like the Spirit of Chrif?, that the Moravians in. -
their Pradtice are fo careles of the fecure World? Wha:l:
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
